Lyceum of Gouves dedicates "Etinaxe tin Anthismeni Amygdalia” (She Shook the Blooming Almond Tree) by G. Drosinis to the show. On the day of the feast, Mr. Giannis prepares chickpeas with rice. Katerina explains how
“stroglianopita” pie is made. Through traditional dances, songs, but above all people's souls, we gain an insight into their culture. The great feast of the village takes place in the schoolyard with its tree paintings. A feast like a grand promise...

"Monogramma" has uniquely recorded the individuals who have marked the intellectual, cultural, and artistic trajectory of our country with their presence and work. It has been characterized as a "National Archive" by the press, and for the first time in 2012, the Academy of Athens recognized and awarded audiovisual work, awarding producers and directors George and Ero Sgourakis the Academy of Athens Award for their entire body of work, particularly for "Monogramma." The reasoning behind this was that "…their biographical programs constitute a valuable portrait of Greeks who acted in the past but also in our era and created, as it was characterized, a work "for the next generations".
The idea of ​​creating this series came from producer-director George Sgourakis, to present the life, work, and worldview of individuals who act in the intellectual, cultural, artistic, social, and public spheres, in an autobiographical format so that there is no interference and the cinematic document is preserved in its purest form.
The format of each episode aims at presenting the autobiographical (visual and audio recording) of an individual who operates in the intellectual, artistic, cultural, political, social, and public life, in a way that engages the interest of contemporary viewers.


«Loukianos Kilaidonis» - February 7, 2017: Death of L. Kilaidonis 
Loukianos Kilaidonis: His music and songs, his voice, and his style, are recognizable from the very first verse. The troubadour of today's fifty-somethings (and beyond), a graduate of the National Technical University of Athens (Metsovio), after briefly delving into Architecture one morning, dedicated himself to what he loved and what we also came to love. Songs that, from the very first moment, sweep you into an allegro, sometimes even a melancholic dance.

Songs that you want to listen to and sing again. Songs with lyrics of his own, but also in collaboration with great lyricists. A lover of live performances and open spaces, after the Party in Vouliagmeni in 1983, the Greek Woodstock, as it was characterized with 70,000 attendees, he continued incessantly with his concerts, enriching music with theatrical and visual events.

In the valley of Vikos, Giannis Darras meets two young beekeepers who contribute to preventing the disappearance of pollinator bees and at the same time produce a unique product with added value, since scientific analyses show that it has higher levels of bioactivity than Manuka honey, whose price reaches 700 euros per kilo.

Is 'Hippolytus' the ultimate tragedy of love? What does the erotic 'madness' of Phaedra mean today, what about the absolute romantic denial of Hippolytus, and what are the keys to this unique myth with which Euripides illuminated one of the most masterful character dramas that is adapted even today worldwide?

"Salt of the Earth" and Lambros Liavas invite us on a journey to Imathia, to learn about the musical and dance tradition of refugees who settled in the region: Cappadocians in Platy and North Thracians in Trikala Imathias.
At Platy, our hosts are the Association of Cappadocians "Varasos". President Christos
Georgiadis and dance-teacher Vasilis Asvestas are mentioned in her story about refugees
settlement in Imathia from Farasa, about their songs and dances. Women sing wedding songs, present the local gastronomy and its local Association members present the ceremonial dances of Saint Basil and Easter, as well as the very special dances with handkerchiefs, swords and spoons.
Special reference is made to the television recording made in the same village in 1976 by Domna Samiou and footage from her "Musical Travelogue" are shown (direction: Photos Lambrinos) from ERT precious Archive.
In the second part of the show we go to Trikala Imathias, where we are welcomed by veteran organist Dimos Nastoudis with his accordion and singing. Our hosts are members of the Cultural & Folklore Association "Eastern Rumelia”. President Vasiliki Giantsidou talks about the customs, dances and activities of the association; Maria Dioudi refers to the chronicle of the settlement of refugees from the Monastery of Eastern Rumelia in Trikala, while Paraskevi Dagouloudi presents local gastronomy. The discussion focuses on "sartes", Christmas carols sung by village men, connecting the Nativity of Christ with The Passion of Christ!

The new 15-minute comedy series "Third Floor," written and directed by Vasilis Nemeas, featuring exceptional actors and collaborators, starring a tough, explosive couple, Giannis and Yvonne, is coming to ERT in the new television season and promises to give us moments of emotion and optimism, laughter, and smiles.

A young couple at heart, Antonis Kafetzopoulos (Giannis) and Lydia Fotopoulou (Yvonne) are coming to remind us what love, relationships, and companionship mean at every age and to offer us plenty of moments of laughter and emotion.

The new 15-minute series, airing daily on ERT, follows the daily life of a retired couple.

On the third floor of an apartment building, through the hilarious conversations they have at home, 70-year-old Giannis, the building's manager, and 67-year-old Yvonne show us how their daily life unfolds, including moments of laughter, as well as epic arguments, scenes of jealousy with stubbornness and separations, as if they were teenagers.

They have two children, Andreas (Haris Hiotis) and Maria (Eirini Angelopoulou), each of whom has taken their own path, and they are always there to support them, just as they support each other, despite the typical complaints of all couples.

As we follow their lives, we will be moved by the abandonment, loneliness, and isolation of the elderly - even from their own children, who rarely visit them and mostly communicate with them through laptops or phones - and at the same time, we will cry and laugh at the small and big events that happen to them...

Giannis is more explosive and superficial. Yvonne is more restrained and mature. However, these roles often switch depending on the story and each one's mood.

He was a manager at a shoe factory, from where he retired after 35 years and an additional 2, as he didn't want to be at home.

She, on the other hand, was an elementary school teacher and had no problem retiring and waking up late, away from the voices of the little ones and the school bells. She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!

While conversing with those who continue to practice the art of carving stone, she realizes that there is a philosophy of life behind stone craftsmanship and the use of stone in construction. Together with Hera, the viewer will get an idea of traditional construction techniques but mainly will discover the way each craftsman sees their material, the stone. At the same time, the viewer will wonder about the future of this skill and the traditional stone building.

«Tropaioforos Tropaiouchou» 
Episode: 5 
Tropaiouchos of Florina is a village that owes its name to Saint George the Trophy-bearer. Legend has it that whoever watches three pleas in a row and succeeds to sleep for a night in the church of St. George the Trophy-bearer, the next day he will wake up strong and free from all evil. This is because for three days the Turks would throw the Saint’s icon into the river, but the next day St. George’s icon would be again in its place inside the church, so Muslims were wondering how the icon kept finding its way back. Isn't normal for the village club to take St. George’s name?
The Tropaioforos Tropaiouchou club is a team of 18 football players in a village of 200 people. It is a group of young people, who are friends and try to continue the tradition, so they keep the team and the stadium alive even though they do not have adequate infrastructure. You see, the team's locker rooms are heated with a traditional wood stove, and there are no toilets or showers. And when the ball goes off the field and falls into the nearby stream, the waters carry it 10 km away to the next village but as St. George’s icon, the balls always return home, to the Tropaioforos village.

«Banja Luka / Bosnia and Herzegovina» [With English subtitles] 
Episode: 10 
In this episode we take you on a journey through the Serb Republic, also known as Republika Srpska, and its capital, Banja Luka. We start our tour at the farmers' markets, where the heart of the city beats, and we continue to the Orthodox Church of Sotiros (the Savior), the Ferhadija mosque, the medieval castle, and its university library. We learn about the legendary "Forbidden Love" of the Muslim girl Sophikada, but also about the humanitarian organization "Genesis Project", which cultivates the values of coexistence, tolerance and peaceful resolution of disputes, having won many international awards for its action. We continue to the gigantic social-realist Monument to the Revolution or "Kozara Monument", on top of a mountain in northeastern Bosnia, where in 1942 was fought a decisive battle between the defending Partisans and the German and their Croatian Ustaše allies. Our next stop is the Orthodox monastery "Krupa na Verbasou", but also the thermal baths "Vručica", just outside Banja Luka. Our journey ends at Krupa waterfalls, with their watermills, where legends continue to be alive, but also with traditional songs of the Bosnian Krajina.

A delightful comedy with lively situations, hilarious one-liners, and a fresh perspective that unfolds both inside and outside the prison walls is coming to the new television season on ERT.
Written by Charis Mazarakis and Nikos Dimakis and directed by Charis Mazarakis, "Wired" boasts an exceptional cast and crew. The captivating narrative centers on Spyros Katarachias (Thanasis Tsaltabasis), who finds himself on a tumultuous journey following a conviction for financial fraud. He is sentenced to five years in prison and is transferred to a correctional facility.

In prison, he meets Ioulios Rallis (Ivan Svitailo), a hardened criminal with a dark past. A unique relationship develops between them. Spyros, being highly educated, imparts knowledge to Ioulios, ranging from classical literature to theater and poetry while Ioulios takes him under his wing and introduces him to the secrets of his own "profession".

Meanwhile, Anna Roussou (Vicky Papadopoulou), a mysterious social worker, appears to further stir the waters by introducing a project that aims to provide an outlet for anger and frustration, not only within the prison but also through telephone lines. She requests that the prison director grant her access to certain inmates to train them as empathetic telephone listeners, allowing people on the outside to vent their emotions and release pent-up anger.

Friends and foes, including the eccentric prison director Fokion Parlas (Panos Stathakopoulos) and the head guard Zizi (Alexandros Zouridakis), as well as the rivalries among the "Rebetes," the "Russians," and the imprisoned art professor (Lakis Gavalas), all contribute to the intricate puzzle of the story.

Everything that happens outside the prison, involving Ioulios's spiritual father, father Nikolaos (Tasos Palantzidis), Spyros's father who is a butcher, Stelios (Vasilis Halakatevakis), the wealthy and influential Kimonas Vasileiou (George Hraniotis) and his partner Vanessa Ioannou (Doretta Papadimitriou), forms a humorous and tangled web around which the story's heroes navigate.

Love, hilarious punishments, intrigues, a social experiment through phone lines, and a looming great escape all come together harmoniously and energetically in this innovative and modern comedy.
