Sunday in Zacharias Papantoniou's neighborhood. Sunday at the "High Mountains." To one side lies Karditsa, to the other, Aitoloakarnania—and here we are, in Evrytania, in the Agrafa region. 

The famous song goes: "Thelo n' anevo st' Agrafa ki apano sta katsavracha (I want to climb Agrafa, the rocky peaks)." Achelous river works its wonders, with two iconic bridges, Templa and Avlaki, enhancing the picturesque scenery. Kostis immerses himself in the daily lives of the locals: washing weavings and bedding in the river, peeling corn, singing and dancing to "Mia kori Agrafiotissa (A Daughter of Agrafa)" and preparing the renowned "krampokouki." Father Nikolaos treats us to a beautiful song, "Stazoyn ta keramydia sou (Your tile roof is leaking)." 

The adventure continues in the "Bouzounikos" gorge, where the annual "Climbing Festival" takes place. The residents of Neo Argyri share heartfelt stories about their lives. And at the village's grand festival, we can't help but join in dancing the traditional song "Anastasia apo ta Agrafa (Anastasia of Agrafa)".

In each episode of "VAN LIFE," mountain biking champion Giannis Korfiatis, along with his team, which is essentially a film crew, invites different characters who are enthusiasts of extreme sports to travel with them in a specially converted vehicle that serves as a small home.

Together, they try out a new sport each time, discover local communities and their people, explore the natural environment of the place where they park their "home", and enjoy both adventure and relaxation in one of the most beautiful countries in the world, which becomes the backyard of their "home" – Greece.


"Lagkouvardos" 
Episode: 2 
Giannis, the crew and the van follow a team of experienced surfers in search of the perfect wave on the west coast of Messinia. Surfers' lives are totally dependent on the weather. The forecasts constantly change and they have to be prepared to grab their things at any time and go to whichever beach is breaking a wave. So, the squad ends up travelling at three in the morning headed for Lagouvardos, a beautiful beach between Filiatra and Marathokampos, which has emerged as one of the leading surfing destinations in Greece. For Giannis, who is not familiar with the sport, the journey is a challenge. Will he master the board or will he chill out on the beach eating crisps? And how will his van life be affected by people he meets for the first time?

16:00  |   Farm Fresh, Straight to Your Table (New Episode)   

A series of half-hour shows produced by ERT for 2024-2025.

The idea, as the title of the show suggests, aims to present all the links in the production chain of a product, from the stage of seed selection to the final product that will be placed on the retail shelf.

The orientation is to highlight the primary sector and the processing industry, which deals with agricultural and livestock products throughout the Greek territory as much as possible.
The goal of the show is to give the viewer-consumer the opportunity to learn about these products through the personal stories of all those involved in the processes of production, processing, packaging, and marketing.
The impetus for the proposal to implement the show was the realization that the overwhelming majority of us consume a variety of products without knowing how they are produced, what nutritional benefits they offer, and how they are preserved before consumption.


Tsipouro 
Episode: 2 
Produced from grape skins, seeds, and other winemaking residues in traditional stills, tsipouro is a staple of both everyday life and special moments. It brings people together around the table and, when consumed responsibly, helps us relax and lift our spirits. This authentic natural distillate has deep roots in Greek tradition.

Our show delves into the history of alcoholic beverages, tracing the earliest mentions and exploring how Arab alchemists contributed to the art of distillation. It also examines the role of the Monasteries of Mount Athos in the production of spirits, the connections between ancient Dionysian ceremonies and the Mysteries of the Great Gods, and how these rituals relate to the small festivals held in Samothrace every October after the grape harvest—known as ""ta kazania"" (the cauldrons).

In the presence of good company, we learned about the distillation process in a celebratory atmosphere, tasting quick-boiled goat stew and understanding the importance of discarding the ""heads"" and ""tails"" of the distillate. We explored concepts like alcohol grades, double boiling, proper transportation and storage, and the necessity of letting the tsipouro ""rest"" before consumption.

To uncover the world of aged tsipouro, we visited a distillery in Serres to learn how the manufacturing process and barrel origin influence the final product. We discovered how long aging can last, the aromas it can infuse, and, most importantly, how to enjoy it properly.

But as with wine, the quality of tsipouro starts with the raw material. Our journey began in Soufli, Evros, where we witnessed grape harvesting and asked experts about vine care and the varieties best suited for producing high-quality tsipouro.

The rest of the story unfolds on screen…

A series of hour-long episodes produced in 2023-24, "Wild Greece" is an exciting journey featuring two friends, Ilias and Grigoris, who guide us through the unexplored paths of Greece's wild nature.
Ilias, with his extensive scientific knowledge, and Grigoris, with his passion for exploration, bring images and experiences to our screens that are largely unknown to the general public. As they traverse inaccessible areas, mountains, rivers, and forests, viewers enjoy rare and stunning visuals of the natural environment.
What makes "Wild Greece" special is its blend of entertainment and education. The viewer becomes part of the journey, gaining knowledge that is often rare and unknown, while also encountering wildlife that may be close to us, yet we know little about.
The aim of the show is to raise awareness among the audience through entertainment and knowledge, especially during a critical time for the ecosystems of our planet.


White Mountains (With English Subtitles) 
West Crete gave Ilias and Grigoris a warm welcome with some wild weather—cold, wind, and hail! The harsh conditions force them to change their plans and abandon the idea of reaching the top of the White Mountains. During their night hike from Anopolis to Omalos, they pause to observe an earthworm a crawling subterranean creature beneficial to the environment—making its way across the tarmac. The next morning begins with coffee and conversation by the wood stove at the Xyloskalos forestry station. They discuss the legendary "ghost" of the Cretan countryside, the Fourogatos. Their journey then takes them into the dramatic Samaria Gorge, where they hike to the forestry station in the abandoned village of Samaria. Here, they spend the night and have the rare opportunity to observe the endemic Cretan goat, the Capra aegagrus creticus, up close. The final leg of their journey involves traversing the rest of the stunning gorge to Agia Roumeli. From there, they brave rough seas to reach Sougia by boat, completing their adventure.

A sports-travel documentary series capturing life in small villages across Greece with their own stadiums and local football teams. The series delves into the unique history of each team and its deep ties to the village's culture and traditions. It follows footballers into their homes, fields, paddocks, and cafés, capturing their everyday lives authentically and unfiltered, leading up to the much-anticipated match day.
With seven cameras, the series records every aspect of the matches—on the pitch, in the stands, on the benches, and in the locker rooms—using strategically placed microphones. For the first time in a Greek game, a player wears a microphone during the match, offering an unprecedented perspective.
This season, Village United embarks on a journey across Greece. Starting in Asprokklisia, Trikala, against Ajax (not the Dutch team, the local one), the journey continues through Achillio in Magnesia, Spili in Rethymno, Katalonia in Pieria, Kontopouli in Lemnos, Polissitos in Xanthi, Mataragka in Aetolia-Acarnania, Chiliodendro in Kastoria, Kallirachi in Thasos, Zaimi in Karditsa and Griva in Kilkis, making 16 trips in total. The show goes wherever football and love for the village thrive.


"Leptokarya of Pella FC" (With English Subtitles) 
Leptokarya in Pella—a village of just 100 residents and 20 footballers—is a place where football runs deep. The locals are fiercely proud of Atromitos, their beloved team. At the heart of it all are the Toulgaridis brothers, who have never left the village or the club, embodying its enduring spirit. Standing alongside them is Vassilis Nikolaidis, President of Pontus, whose unwavering determination inspires both players and villagers to hold their heads high, whether in victory or defeat.

Though Leptokarya may count fewer than a hundred residents, Atromitos is on the brink of celebrating a century of football legacy. Beyond the pitch, villagers occupy themselves with farming, the occasional game show, and—naturally—Atromitos. On match days, the number of fans often exceeds the entire population of the village.

The team has produced players who have scored over 1,000 goals. In fact, if FIFA statisticians were to delve into the records of EPC Pella, they might just discover an Atromitos striker who’s scored more goals than the legendary Brazilian Romário.
