"An immortal bifurcation, a divine creation, perhaps no other, a village in our soul, beautiful and large." Kostis journeys through space and time, visiting the old school, now filled with souvenirs from when it was in full operation. He explores the uncharted Kokkino Lithari, the plane trees in the woods, Christos' coffee shop, and the areas of Tympas, Xirokampos, and Pera Kalentini. Together, we cook meatballs with zucchini blossoms and explore the local cuisine. We listen to the stories of the people, "feeling" their souls. And, of course, we have tons of fun! "In Dichomiri, as you pass through, tsipouro is offered to you, and torments and sorrows quickly fade away."

A sports-travel documentary series capturing life in small villages across Greece with their own stadiums and local football teams. The series delves into the unique history of each team and its deep ties to the village's culture and traditions. It follows footballers into their homes, fields, paddocks, and cafés, capturing their everyday lives authentically and unfiltered, leading up to the much-anticipated match day.
With seven cameras, the series records every aspect of the matches—on the pitch, in the stands, on the benches, and in the locker rooms—using strategically placed microphones. For the first time in a Greek game, a player wears a microphone during the match, offering an unprecedented perspective.
This season, Village United embarks on a journey across Greece. Starting in Asprokklisia, Trikala, against Ajax (not the Dutch team, the local one), the journey continues through Achillio in Magnesia, Spili in Rethymno, Katalonia in Pieria, Kontopouli in Lemnos, Polissitos in Xanthi, Mataragka in Aetolia-Acarnania, Chiliodendro in Kastoria, Kallirachi in Thasos, Zaimi in Karditsa and Griva in Kilkis, making 16 trips in total. The show goes wherever football and love for the village thrive.



"Ajax Asprokklisias | Trikala" (With English Subtitles) 

Legend has it that two villages in the prefecture of Trikala both coveted the name of the legendary Ajax team of the 1970s. To settle the dispute, they agreed to a football match. When the game ended in a draw, they resorted to flipping a coin, and the name went to Asprokklisia—a small village of just 340 residents that has remarkably managed to keep its kindergarten and primary school running.

Ajax Asprokklisias was established in 1977 but had been dormant in recent years until the village's youth decided to bring it back to life. The revival was spearheaded by the grandson of a former team president and the so-called "Thor of Trikala", who breathed new energy into the club. 

Now, Ajax Asprokklisias competes in the B local league with a unique player on their roster—the mayor himself, affectionately nicknamed "Mytoglou". Known for his unorthodox style, his best shot is said to be one made with his... nose!

A series of half-hour shows produced by ERT for 2024-2025.

The idea, as the title of the show suggests, aims to present all the links in the production chain of a product, from the stage of seed selection to the final product that will be placed on the retail shelf.

The orientation is to highlight the primary sector and the processing industry, which deals with agricultural and livestock products throughout the Greek territory as much as possible.
The goal of the show is to give the viewer-consumer the opportunity to learn about these products through the personal stories of all those involved in the processes of production, processing, packaging, and marketing.
The impetus for the proposal to implement the show was the realization that the overwhelming majority of us consume a variety of products without knowing how they are produced, what nutritional benefits they offer, and how they are preserved before consumption.



Banana 

It's one of those cases where the phrase “a product with a full name” is not just fitting, but feels tailor-made. Because when we talk about the Greek banana, we are essentially talking about the famous banana of Arvi.
We visited the small village of the same name, on the southeastern coast of Crete, directly across from the shores of North Africa, to learn firsthand about the cultivation of this exotic fruit and how it manages to thrive in the region.
The tireless Manolis gave us a tour of the banana greenhouses and open fields of the village, which cover a total of 450 stremmata. He explained the factors that shape Arvi’s special microclimate—so reminiscent of a tropical environment. He also told us how the plants are propagated, what kind of investment is required, the production costs, the challenges of cultivation (mainly water and labor shortages), as well as the future prospects of banana growing.
The warm and knowledgeable Fotini, with her melodious voice and deep agronomic insight, helped us understand whether the banana is a tree or a plant, informed us about the care it requires, and shared the nutritional value of the fruit. When we asked about the size of the Arvi banana, she reminded us that “the finest perfumes come in small bottles.”
Later, with Theoharis, we learned the differences between banana cultivation in greenhouses and in open fields, while Giorgos showed us how the harvest is done and how the fruit is ripened before making its way to supermarket shelves. Both also revealed little secrets we can use at home to extend the banana’s shelf life—and how to know the right moment to eat it in order to enjoy its full aroma.
Just before we left, Katerina and Kalliopi, two charming young women from Crete, told us about the Banana Festival that takes place every year during the first week of August in Arvi—and for good measure, they quickly composed two mantinades just for the occasion.

The show goes wherever football and love for the village thrive.

A sold-out screening of the film "At the Borders of Betrayal" starring the era’s superstar Kostas Prekas raised the money a group of friends in Spili needed in 1970 to restart their village football team.
Since then, the village—known for its 21 churches and 25 lion-headed fountains said to bring brides and grooms—has participated without fail in Rethymno’s local league, featuring homegrown talent and a female president who managed to secure funding for a state-of-the-art stadium.
