The production designer and painter Giorgos Ziakas recounts his life in "Monogramma."

Giorgos Ziakas was born in Sykourio, Larissa, in 1940. In 1944 he and his parents moved to the city of Larissa. After finishing school, he wanted to study at the School of Fine Arts. Following the inevitable objections of his parents, who feared he would “die in poverty” that way, he studied painting at the Athens School of Fine Arts under Yiannis Moralis, and set design under V. Vassiliadis. His classmates included Alekos Fassianos, Chronis Botsoglou, Rena Papaspyrou, and Vasso Kyriaki.
