A documentary series to be completed in eight half-hour episodes. In ancient Thrace, traditions are slow to fade away. Even today, customs whose roots stretch back to very distant times remain alive—times when Dionysus may still have been worshipped in the region. In this land, the modern did not violently sweep aside the old. The series undertakes a timeless journey, seeking the ways in which humanity’s passage through Thracian soil is still reflected in the present day. Themes drawn from the traditions, culture, and rich folklore of Thrace are presented.


“The Twelve Days of Christmas and Other Ritual Customs” 
The Twelve Days begin on Christmas Eve and extend through Epiphany. The documentary presents the customs of the Twelve Days in the villages of Thrace, with the participation of local residents, customs linked to ancient nature and fertility worship and to the appeasement of evil spirits so that they might remain benevolent, as these beliefs were traditionally associated with prosperity and well-being.
Beginning on the evening of Christmas Eve, we observe the foods laid out on the prepared table, which was required to hold nine dishes, a number symbolizing the household’s abundance of goods or, according to another interpretation, the Virgin Mary’s pregnancy.

The fairy tale unfolds on a Christmas night when a neglected tree growing on the bleak sidewalk of a city and a poor boy meet. The tree, seeing the decorated Christmas trees from inside house windows and being jealous, asks the boy to decorate it. This tree has no ornaments and no money. "Time Machine" is a show that creates documentaries about historical events and people. It also presents tributes to artists and journalistic investigations on social issues that have strongly concerned Greek society in the past. 

The show is a vehicle for exciting journeys into the past that shaped the history and culture of the country. The creators gather materials, personal testimonies, and forgotten documents about the protagonists and supporting characters of the topics.


“New Year’s Stories” 
New Year’s Eve celebrations through seven distinctive stories told by remarkable people, capturing the atmosphere of past decades on "Time Machine", broadcast on New Year’s Day.
The program reveals the history of the lottery in Greece.
Actor Giorgos Kapoutzidis recounts his childhood secret wish to win the New Year’s lottery, as well as the defining moment when his family, two months before the turn of the year, won 120 million drachmas in the National Lottery. Kapoutzidis recalls the various stories published in the press at the time about his family—from his supposed kidnapping to claims that his father donated half the winnings to beggars.
Zambetas’ dancers, Dimos and Iordanis Abatzoglou, describe the atmosphere of Athens nightlife in the 1960s and 1970s. They recall Zambetas’ New Year’s pranks, Onassis celebrating New Year’s Eve at bouzoukia clubs while smashing plates, and Grigoris Bithikotsis playing cards late into the night after finishing his performance.
Byron Papalazarou, nephew of the owner of the historic “Harama” venue in Kaisariani, narrates the holiday celebrations of Tsitsanis, with patrons such as Giannis Tsarouchis, Melina, and Katrakis. He also recalls Sotiria Bellou’s passion for card games, which nearly landed her in jail on New Year’s Eve.
Dimitris Diligianis, a croupier for 37 years at the Parnitha Casino, reveals the enormous sums spent there by Saudis during the 1970s and 1980s, as well as a New Year’s Eve marked by heavy snowfall when guests and staff were snowbound for eight days—an unexpected golden opportunity for gambling until the bitter end.
Eleonora Zouganeli remembers her “rock” holiday seasons as a child in the 1980s at “Ach Maria,” where her father, Giannis Zouganelis, worked for many years, along with her mother, Isidora Sideri.
Actress Markella Yannatou recalls feeling “angry” with her father, who would always leave on New Year’s Eve to go to the maternity ward in Corfu to deliver the first baby of the new year.

He also explains how this particular song ended up becoming the anthem of AEK, even though he himself was never an AEK supporter:
“The phone rings and he says, ‘This is Demis Nikolaidis.’ Honestly, I was shocked — I thought it was a joke! … My first thought was that maybe he wanted me to sing with Vandi! We set a meeting, and when I arrived, he started reading me the lyrics: ‘The sea has calmed inside your eyes, the ship arrives at the harbor… It’s the ship of refugees arriving at the port,’ he explains to me…”

At the age of fifteen, while still living in Veria, Ziogalas was “struck by lightning” by the Beatles, and ‘Day Tripper’ was the reason he got involved with music:
“I’m up on a tree picking apples… On the tree opposite there’s someone older than me, and we’re singing various songs. At some point he shouts, ‘Nikos, do you know this one?’ and starts singing, ‘Got a good reason, for taking the easy way out… She was a day tripper, one way ticket, yeah!’ and at that second yeah, the apples slip from my hands!”

Thodoris Marantinis wrote his first song at seventeen, while the journey with ONIRAMA began during his military service together with bassist Dionysis Frantzis:
“Trying to sneak extra leave from the army, we said that we played music, musicians were always needed for events back then… So we skipped days and hours and got away with it. When we were discharged, the band began to take shape”.
On the fact that twenty years have passed and they are still together, he says:
“We started very casually, as they say in Thessaloniki, just for fun, with no expectations of a career. We became very close friends, strong foundations were built, without rivalry or ego. So when the difficult times came, we were ready”.

When he was three years old, his parents owned a disco. Many nights he slept in a small room next door, while other nights he appeared on the dance floor:
“I have photos of myself dancing on the floor, grabbing the microphone and singing disco songs. I remember asking for ‘Hot Stuff’ by Donna Summer… But Elvis was my first major influence, because that’s where I realized there was electricity and intensity!”

The concept, as the show’s title suggests, aims to showcase every link in the value chain of a product, from the seed selection stage to the final product that will find its place on the retail shelf.
Its aim is to elevate the primary sector and the processing industry that engage with agricultural and livestock products across as much of the Greek territory as possible.
The goal of the show is to give viewers –consumers the opportunity to discover these products through the personal stories of everyone involved in their production, processing, standardization, and marketing.
The idea for the show came from the observation that most of us consume a variety of products without really knowing how they're made, what nutritional value they offer, or how to store them before consumption.


"Tsipouro" 
Episode: 2 
Tsipouro, this authentic natural spirit, has deep roots in our tradition.
Produced from grape skins, seeds, and other winemaking residues in traditional stills, tsipouro is a staple of both everyday life and special moments. It brings people together around the table and, when consumed responsibly, helps us relax and lift our spirits.
Our show delves into the history of alcoholic beverages, tracing the earliest mentions and exploring how Arab alchemists contributed to the art of distillation. It also examines the role of the Monasteries of Mount Athos in the production of spirits, the connections between ancient Dionysian ceremonies and the Mysteries of the Great Gods, and how these rituals relate to the small festivals held in Samothrace every October after the grape harvest—known as ""ta kazania"" (the cauldrons).
In the presence of good company, we learned about the distillation process in a celebratory atmosphere, tasting quick-boiled goat stew and understanding the importance of discarding the ""heads"" and ""tails"" of the distillate. We explored concepts like alcohol grades, double boiling, proper transportation and storage, and the necessity of letting the tsipouro ""rest"" before consumption.
To uncover the world of aged tsipouro, we visited a distillery in Serres to learn how the manufacturing process and barrel origin influence the final product. We discovered how long aging can last, the aromas it can infuse, and, most importantly, how to enjoy it properly.
But as with wine, the quality of tsipouro starts with the raw material. Our journey began in Soufli, Evros, where we witnessed grape harvesting and asked experts about vine care and the varieties best suited for producing high-quality tsipouro.

“Unexpected New Year’s Stories” 
Unique and unexpected New Year’s stories are presented by "Time Machine".
These include the great journey of the Caryatids, which withstood the test of time and celebrated New Year’s Eve in their new “home” at the Acropolis, the New Year spent by women in exile on the island of Trikeri, the girls of Troumba’s “red-light district”, as well as festive Athens of the 1950s, shopping and enjoying itself.
The President of the Acropolis Museum, Dimitris Pandermalis, presents the Caryatids, which in 2008 rang in the New Year at their new home, the New Acropolis Museum. Museum officials carried out a large-scale precision operation to transport the statues, which arrived safely at their destination. Mr. Pandermalis recounts the history of the Caryatids, the removal of one of them by Lord Elgin—who plundered the treasures of the Acropolis—and emphasizes the demand for the return of the sculptures.
Zoi Petropoulou recalls the New Year she spent in exile after the end of the Civil War, when the women exiled on the small island of Trikeri in Magnesia composed their own carols and sang them to the guards, asking them to hand over the letters sent by their families.
Writer and researcher Vasilis Pisimisis guides us through Troumba in the 1960s. The arrival of the 6th American Fleet at the port of Piraeus signaled the start of the celebrations: cabarets were full and the streets were crowded with sailors ready to enjoy themselves.
The festive atmosphere in downtown Athens shops in the late 1950s is recalled by businessman Giorgos Saroglou, while two singers, Georgia of the band Ble and Souli Sabah, share memories of their own distinctive New Year’s celebrations.

A documentary series capturing the oral testimonies of Greek creators during pivotal periods of their lives, their work, and their country. Each creator selects a specific year crucial to their work and narrates their life during that period, the work they are preparing, along with any underlying contexts, interdependencies, and reinterpretations that connect it to their personal life.

Simultaneously, the series presents historical events of the country taking place in the same year, events that define, complement, or even interpret the preceding circumstances. All of these, of course, are framed as preserved and selected by memory.

The purpose of the series is to capture "stories" that revolve around the realm of oral testimony.


“Evgenios Spatharis – 1959” (Tribute) 
In the program, shadow theatre artist Evgenios Spatharis presents himself, focusing his narration on 1959, a milestone year in his artistic career.

As he points out, this was a period when cinema was rapidly gaining ground, while the neighborhoods that had embraced shadow theatre for decades were disappearing one by one.

Sensing the changes of his time, Evgenios Spatharis moved from open lots and makeshift venues to movie theaters, staging Karagiozis performances with great success.

Special emphasis is given to the performance “Alexander the Great and the Cursed Serpent,” which he presented in Paris in 1959 as a guest of the Theatre of Nations, an international annual festival.

His narration is accompanied by archival footage of major events of that year, such as the dowry donations to impoverished young women on Andros by the royal couple, the launch of the Soviet space rocket Lunik, the visit of U.S. President Dwight Eisenhower to Athens, and the celebrations for Cyprus’s independence—events that Spatharis ingeniously incorporated into the themes of his performances.

Throughout the program, excerpts from Karagiozis performances are shown, featuring the distinctive voice of Evgenios Spatharis.
