The show travels to Metsovo to meet the people dedicated to preserving the traditions and identity of their homeland. Kostas Boubas, a third-generation livestock farmer, continues his family’s legacy on Mount Mavrovouni, where, alongside his son, Giorgos, he tends to a flock of 500 sheep and goats in profound harmony with nature, labor, and family. For them, animal husbandry is more than just a profession; it is a way of life and a deep commitment to their heritage. Mr. Vangelis Balabekas, a master of traditional tailoring, preserves his craft by teaching the younger generation the value of handmade work and family dedication, while Evdokia Bisa apprentices under him to learn this vanishing art, infusing every stitch with the soul and history of Metsovo. Maria Vadevouli brings traditional songs to life and speaks on the importance of family values and the power of love. Meanwhile, 26-year-old Konstantinos Giannoukas has chosen to return to Metsovo, highlighting the new generation’s connection to their roots and the land they love. Finally, at the historic Katogi Averoff, communication manager and sommelier Maria Gouma and vineyard manager Panagiotis Gaoutsos work to keep the identity and memory of the mountain vineyards alive, weaving together the land, the labor, and the region's rich musical tradition.

The camera moves straight into the heart of each event, capturing every aspect, from preparation to climax. At times festive, at times witty, and at times deeply human, the series draws us into the world of the Balkans. Α world with deep roots, a plurality of elements, humour, surrealism and parody: a thematic landscape of popular culture.


Chestnut Festival in Kolarovo - Bulgaria [With English subtitles] 
Episode: 4 
In this episode, we travel to Kolarovo, a small village in southwestern Bulgaria, where the Beles massif meets memories, flavors, and human ingenuity. We participate in the "Chestnut Festival," which has been held every autumn for twelve years. We discover a community that knows how to turn the fruit of the mountain into a symbol of identity, memory, and rebirth. We watch the residents' preparations, female creativity, the vibrant tradition of local folk ensembles, and the way young people bring color back to old cultural halls. At the same time, we visit the Archaeological Museum of Petrich, where the findings of Heraclea Sintica connect the present with a deep historical continuity. We tune in to the vibe of the celebration: the aroma of roasted chestnuts, dishes prepared with care, the herbal traditions in the ethnographic village of Dolene, and the stories of people struggling to keep the thread of collective memory alive. Cross-border cooperation with Greece appears as a natural necessity in a region that was once divided by the Cold War and today unites environmental values and common cultural heritage.

A special tribute program dedicated to Karolos Koun: the director, the teacher, the man of the theater. In an effort to illuminate Koun’s persona as comprehensively as possible, the program presents personal testimonials from friends, associates, and students, alongside excerpts from his past interviews and speeches, as well as characteristic passages from his writings. The series presents the most important Greek writers, in relation to the era they lived in and the historical and social context that influenced and shaped their work.


Kostas Varnalis (Tribute) 
The episode presents the life and work of the poet Kostas Varnalis (born 1883 – died 1974). It provides information about his background, his studies in Greece and France, his involvement in the movement of the Demoticists, and his appointment as a professor in the public education system.

The discussion focuses on the three periods of his poetic work: the Symbolist period (1908–1918), in which he mainly composed sonnets; the period marked by the poem "Proskynitis" (1919); and the period from 1922 onwards, when his shift towards dialectical materialism and Marxism became definitive, a transformation reflected in his poetry.

Special mention is made of his removal from public education in 1925 due to his composition "The Light that Burns," where he became a spokesperson for the lumpen proletariat. The major work "Enslaved Besieged" (1927), which belongs to the anti-war literature of the time and had a great influence on his peers, is also discussed.

Additionally, his involvement in journalism through newspapers and literary magazines of the era is highlighted, as well as his notable prose work "The True Defense of Socrates."

Throughout the program, his work is assessed by fellow writers and literary critics, with rich audiovisual archival material from the historical events that shaped his era. Included is also an audio recording of Kostas Varnalis reading his poems, along with archival footage of his receipt of the Lenin Peace Prize in 1959.

"Sing for Greece – National Final 2026" consists of two Semi-Finals and the Grand Final, which we will enjoy today, Sunday, February 15, 2026, at 21:00.

The artistic direction and staging of "Sing for Greece – National Final 2026" have been undertaken by the renowned director and choreographer, Fokas Evangelinos.

In the two Semi-Finals, 28 candidate performers competed in the order determined by the draw, vying for a spot in the Grand Final. Qualification was decided exclusively by public vote. In the Final, however, the winning song will be chosen by a combination of the public vote and two juries—one international and one Greek.

The series presents the most important Greek writers, in relation to the era they lived in and the historical and social context that influenced and shaped their work.


Angelos Terzakis (Tribute) 
(A Tribute to Angelos Terzakis, Born on February 16, 1907)

This episode of the series "Greek Writers And Their Times" examines the portrait of the novelist and playwright Angelos Terzakis (born 1907 – died 1979) and his relationship with the political and cultural life of Greece.
A polyglot and gifted with a musical education, Terzakis was destined by his father, a member of parliament, to enter politics. He would study law, which he would abandon after two years of practice to devote himself to literature and theater.
He first appeared in the literary world in 1926 with the short story collection The Forgotten, while his work Dismants (1932) is considered to mark the beginning of the literature of the '30s Generation. The novel that established him was Princess Izambo (first version 1937/8, second version 1945), which deeply comments on the socio-political situation of the country, written during a transitional period in which he would oppose engaged art and become a foe of the Civil War raging in the country.
Particular mention is made of his long collaboration with the National Theater from 1937 to 1969 as head of dramaturgy and artistic director, as well as his time from 1950-1971 as a professor at the Drama School of the National Theater. His historical dramas The Cross and the Sword (1939), Emperor Michael (1936), and Theophano (1956) would be performed by both state and private theater stages.
A profound expert of the classical repertoire, he was awarded the First State Theater Prize (1939) for his plays The Cross and the Sword and Helots, the First State Novel Prize for his work Secret Life (1958), and the title of academician (1974).
His son, Dimitris Terzaki, illuminates aspects of his father's personality, while audiovisual archival material with historical events of the time frames the presentation of this prominent intellectual figure of the country.

The event took place in the presence of Egyptian officials—including the Director of the Museum of Antiquities, Prof. Hussein Abd al-Bashir, and the Head of External Relations, Heba Al Raifai—as well as the Greek Consul in Alexandria, Ioannis Pyrgakis, and the Patriarchal Vicar of Alexandria, Damaskinos. The mission concludes at the Patriarchate, where Pope and Patriarch Theodore II of Alexandria granted an exclusive interview to journalist Chrysa Samos.
