Millions of visitors arrive to see the fortress of the world’s most famous "vampire," but just beyond, on the meadows and slopes, an authentic Balkan tradition unfolds: the descent of the flocks, known as "Răvășitul Oilor" in Romanian—the great return of the sheep. In the Carpathians, time is measured by the herds: in summer, they climb the slopes to graze on the endless grass, and in autumn, they descend with the shepherds to be sorted and returned to their owners, a cycle that sustains the life of the entire community.

"Monogramma" has uniquely recorded the individuals who have marked the intellectual, cultural, and artistic trajectory of our country with their presence and work. It has been characterized as a "National Archive" by the press, and for the first time in 2012, the Academy of Athens recognized and awarded audiovisual work, awarding producers and directors George and Ero Sgourakis the Academy of Athens Award for their entire body of work, particularly for "Monogramma." The reasoning behind this was that "…their biographical programs constitute a valuable portrait of Greeks who acted in the past but also in our era and created, as it was characterized, a work "for the next generations".
The idea of ​​creating this series came from producer-director George Sgourakis, to present the life, work, and worldview of individuals who act in the intellectual, cultural, artistic, social, and public spheres, in an autobiographical format so that there is no interference and the cinematic document is preserved in its purest form.
The format of each episode aims at presenting the autobiographical (visual and audio recording) of an individual who operates in the intellectual, artistic, cultural, political, social, and public life, in a way that engages the interest of contemporary viewers.


Giorgos Michalakopoulos (Tribute) 
Giorgos Michalakopoulos shares his life story on the documentary series Monogramma. The legendary actor retraces the early steps of his theatrical journey, from the amateur performances he staged with his classmates at the 5th High School of Athens in Exarcheia, to the Art Theater Drama School. He highlights the profound legacy left on his career by his teacher, Karolos Koun.

03:30  |   Νeighborhoods  (R)    

Series of half-hour documentaries on various neighborhoods of Athens.

Each neighborhood corresponds to an architectural concept-word that characterizes it both physically and socially. This word serves as a guide in the perspective, the selection of characters, and the elements of each neighborhood's portrait.

Exarcheia of challenge, Kolonaki of aristocracy, Omonia of the marginalized, Kypseli of immigrants, Kaisariani of refugees, Kifissia of decentralization, Aspropyrgos of the industrial zone, Paleo Faliro of memory, Akadimia Platonos of glorious past, Ekali of the elite, Ilion of denial, Perama of shipyards, Olympic Village of youthful dominance, Gerakas of anarchic development.

Historical and new neighborhoods of Athens reveal their true nature through a conceptual game with the words that architecturally and sociologically characterize them, the people who inhabit them, and the position they claim in the new cultural map of a city that stubbornly refuses to acquire a specific identity, constantly balancing between its heavy past, transient present, and uncertain future.

Three young directors - each with their own perspective - discover the keyword of each neighborhood, overturn their apparent dynamics, renegotiate the image bestowed upon them by "urban myths," and unlock what lies behind the captivating everyday life of its inhabitants, thus completing the re-mapping of a familiar "unknown" city in the most transparent manner.


«Perama - The rooftop» 
Episode: 11 
Attempts at a personal reading of metropolitan Athens. Superficial arbitrary verbal starting points shape the acquaintance with different neighborhoods. Within this framework, using the keyword, concept, the flat dominant surface of "rooftop," director Giannis Gaitanidis explores Perama.

Throughout the exploration, the two fundamental geomorphological elements of the neighborhood, the mountain, and the sea, become the driving force of the narrative. The characters are permanently chosen in relation to the upper and lower parts, based on their elevation in Perama and depending on their sphere of action.

The sea, an endless "roof" of platforms, is the space of struggle for survival, for earning a living. It is the boats that come and go loaded with workers. It is the ship repair zone, the harsh war with metal, decay, and basic needs. The few workers of Perama move there.

Those who don't survive in this zone are located in the mountains. Up there, they train their pigeons, play backgammon on the rooftops with a view, and see everything from above. On the same mountain "roof", the young people of the neighborhood also move for now. For them, the higher, the better. The climb of the kids, which ends with the episode only when they set foot on the highest rock, closes the half-hour that has already shown that descent and withdrawal to the slope will be the same inevitable path for the majority of these children.

The concept, as the show’s title suggests, aims to showcase every link in the value chain of a product, from the seed selection stage to the final product that will find its place on the retail shelf.
Its aim is to elevate the primary sector and the processing industry that engage with agricultural and livestock products across as much of the Greek territory as possible.
The goal of the show is to give viewers –consumers the opportunity to discover these products through the personal stories of everyone involved in their production, processing, standardization, and marketing.
The idea for the show came from the observation that most of us consume a variety of products without really knowing how they're made, what nutritional value they offer, or how to store them before consumption.


The Salt Pans of Messolonghi 
Episode: 25 
Its presence is universal, woven into almost everything the human mind can conceive. We encounter it in the economy, art, religion, tourism, the environment, and of course, in every household pantry. Altogether, it has more than 14,000 uses. Salt, as a natural preservative, has always accompanied the evolution of humankind, and it is no coincidence that it has been called the “white treasure.”
In Greece, the first historical evidence dates back to the 14th–15th century AD and refers to the area of Missolonghi, which developed into the quintessential “City of Salt” and the foundation of the art of halopigia—salt coagulation.
The show Farm-Fresh, Straight to Your Shelf visits the martyred city of Messolonghi, where more than 60% of Greece’s salt production is still concentrated, and follows, step by step, the process of extracting water from the pans, mechanically collecting raw salt, cleaning it, and transferring it to the standardization units for final packaging.
The show also speaks with retired salt workers, taking a “historic dive” into the past of local halopigia. It explores the quality of the product, including the famous Afrina, the flower of salt, and visits the remarkable Salt Museum in Tourlida to discover its unique exhibits.
