A series of in-house productions by ERT commemorating the one hundred years since the death of the leading Greek novelist Alexandros Papadiamantis (3.1.1911 – 3.1.2011).


The Easter Stories 
Alexandros Papadiamantis, one of the most important figures in Greek literature, was born in Skiathos in 1851 and died in 1911. He mainly devoted himself to writing short stories, which are considered outstanding examples of modern Greek literature. A prominent place in his work is held by his religious and festive stories, many of which were first published in newspapers and magazines during Christmas, New Year, and Easter in the period 1887–1889. In this episode, Aikaterini Kamilaki, Director of the Centre for Research of Greek Folklore at the Academy of Athens, guides us through the magical world of Papadiamantis’ Easter stories, discussing their content and main characters. His themes are drawn from personal experiences, the lives of the inhabitants of Skiathos, and the neighborhoods of Athens. Special reference is made to the portraits of women that emerge through his Easter stories, as well as to folk customs and rituals as depicted in his work, particularly the custom of Kamara, a traditional Skiathos dance song performed exclusively by women, dressed in formal traditional costumes, during the feast of Saint George. Finally, the program highlights the deep religiosity and devotion that characterize Papadiamantis and how these elements are conveyed in his Easter stories through ecclesiastical themes and clerical figures. Excerpts from Agia Anastasa (1892), The Last Baptism (1888), and The Priest’s Widow (1888) are performed by Dimitris Thermos. Excerpts from the film Haunted Room by Lena Voudouri are also used.

The documentary follows the most significant events of the first and second phases of the Siege of Messolonghi and the Exodus of its brave garrison. The narrative is primarily based on the memoirs of the military officer Michail Spyromilios (Memoirs of the Second Siege of Messolonghi 1825–1826) and the Macedonian fighter Nikolaos Kasomoulis (Military Reminiscences of the Greek Revolution 1821–1833), both of whom fought at Messolonghi and recorded the events with admirable precision.
In contrast, the film features 1979 footage from the festival of Ai Symios, capturing the folk traditions of a religious ceremony that evolved into a celebratory theatrical reenactment of the garrison's Exodus. It was also linked to the recapture of the city in May 1829. This traditional celebration continues to be held in Messolonghi to this day.
In April 1825, the first phase of the siege began under Reşid Mehmed Pasha (Kutahi), followed by the harshest phase starting in December 1825 under Ibrahim Pasha. Initially, the besieged successfully repelled the Turks, while Andreas Miaoulis supplied them with food and ammunition by breaking the Turkish naval blockade.
A relief model depicts the city's ingenious fortification: the defensive perimeter with works undertaken by the Chian engineer Michail Kokkinis, reinforced with cannons, the trench with towers, and the outworks. This was a major project for the organization of the wall defenses, measuring 1600 meters in length and 8 to 9 meters in width, which Ibrahim contemptuously dismissed as a "fence," inaccurately predicting he would capture it within a few days.
The show's camera records the remaining stone wall remnants of the city's fortifications, as well as the islets in the lagoon that served as natural outposts. Information is also provided regarding the key figures: the head of the Messolonghi garrison was Athanasios Razikotsikas, while the city's defense was served by Notis Botsaris, Spyromilios, Christos Kapsalis, and Kitsos Tzavelas.
The feature presents data on the city's population, the numerical ratio between Greek and Turkish warriors, and the primary military tactics of both sides, which involved the construction of trenches and underground tunnels (mines). It details operations where the people of Messolonghi blew up new underground tunnels to undermine Turkish positions, as well as events such as the breaking of the naval blockade by Andreas Miaoulis in late July 1825 and the lesser-known epic Battle of Kleisova (March 25, 1826), which took place in the lagoon shortly before the grand Exodus.
Ultimately, the inability to survive due to food shortages, combined with the tight blockade and successive attacks, led the besieged to their desperate yet heroic Exodus on the night of April 10 to 11, 1826.

Kyra Panagia: Living on the Edge of Faith [With English subtitles] 
This time, our journey starts at dawn from Thessaloniki to Kyra Panagia, a deserted island that belongs to the second zone of the Marine Park of Alonissos-Northern Sporades. In this protected area, there is the dependency of the same name that belongs to the Megisti Lavra Monastery of Mount Athos. Here, Father Onoufrios and Father Chariton live their monastic life in the middle of the sea. Life in the monastery is unknown to most people, and also for Kalliopi who is called to participate in the daily life of the monks of Mount Athos whose main occupation is prayer! Surely it is a great challenge for one to discover what Father Onoufrios means when he says that “there is the wilderness of the cities and then there’s the society of the desert”.

With a successful multi-year run, the series extends beyond television broadcasts, playing an active role in the country’s social and intellectual life. Screenings and commemorative events featuring themes from the series are frequently held at various institutions, schools, and cultural organizations, both in Athens and across the provinces.
Furthermore, numerous university departments in Greece and abroad utilize copies of the series for educational purposes. Through this series, ERT has curated a "living" library of Greek authors of timeless significance. Several of these documentaries have been screened at Greek and international festivals and have received awards.
In 2010, the Hellenic Parliament, in collaboration with ERT, honored Yannis Ritsos by providing a luxury edition of the relevant documentary to MPs, ministers, ambassadors, general secretaries, and other senior public officials. The show's high prestige is further evidenced by UNESCO's 2013 decision, during the "Cavafy Year," to select the series’ documentary on the Alexandrian poet for presentation to the National Committees of all its member states.
Additionally, the series has been the subject of two doctoral dissertations: one by Alexandros Papathanasiou, a graduate student at the University of Athens, and another by Jacopo Mosesso, a graduate student at the University of Rome.

This is a documentary series dedicated to significant Greek authors, exploring their lives and works within the historical and social context of their time. With a successful multi-year run, the series extends beyond television broadcasts, playing an active role in the country’s social and intellectual life. Screenings and commemorative events featuring themes from the series are frequently held at various institutions, schools, and cultural organizations, both in Athens and across the provinces.
Furthermore, numerous university departments in Greece and abroad utilize copies of the series for educational purposes. Through this series, ERT has curated a "living" library of Greek authors of timeless significance. Several of these documentaries have been screened at Greek and international festivals and have received awards.
In 2010, the Hellenic Parliament, in collaboration with ERT, honored Yannis Ritsos by providing a luxury edition of the relevant documentary to MPs, ministers, ambassadors, general secretaries, and other senior public officials. The show's high prestige is further evidenced by UNESCO's 2013 decision, during the "Cavafy Year," to select the series’ documentary on the Alexandrian poet for presentation to the National Committees of all its member states.
Additionally, the series has been the subject of two doctoral dissertations: one by Alexandros Papathanasiou, a graduate student at the University of Athens, and another by Jacopo Mosesso, a graduate student at the University of Rome.
This season includes 14 episodes featuring classic and contemporary authors, as well as writers from the "Generation of the '70s." Specifically, it includes an extensive tribute to Dionysios Solomos, alongside individual documentaries on Giorgos Theotokas, Alexis Sevastakis, Kostas Tachtsis, Nikos Tsiforos, Giorgos Skampardonis, Filippos Drakontaeidis, Antonis Fostieris, Aris Diktaios, Kostas Papageorgiou, Giorgos Pratikakis, and Kostas Mavroudis.

The third part of the tribute to Dionysios Solomos focuses on the poet and his work based on contemporary philological studies, highlighting his contribution to Modern Greek literature.

The concept, as the show’s title suggests, aims to showcase every link in the value chain of a product, from the seed selection stage to the final product that will find its place on the retail shelf.

The goal of the show is to give viewers –consumers the opportunity to discover these products through the personal stories of everyone involved in their production, processing, standardization, and marketing.
The idea for the show came from the observation that most of us consume a variety of products without really knowing how they're made, what nutritional value they offer, or how to store them before consumption.


Chios Mastic 
Episode: 30 
Its scientific name is Pistacia lentiscus. The locals call it Schinos, though the general public knows it simply as the mastic tree. For centuries, this tree has defined the history, culture, and economy of Chios, making the island famous worldwide. The unique characteristics of mastic, produced by local varieties exclusively in the southern part of the island, have acted as a lure for numerous conquerors throughout history. From the Athenian League and the Genoese to the Ottomans, gaining access to mastic was a consistent strategic goal. At times, mastic even secured extraordinary privileges; during the Ottoman occupation, Chios was the property of the Sultan's daughter, granting the island an independent authority and a level of freedom unseen in any other region of Greece. Today, as the show "Farm-Fresh, Straight to Your Shelf" explores, this unique PDO (Protected Designation of Origin) product remains a vital crop. Along with shipping, mastic stands as one of the two main pillars of the island's economy, with tourism trailing in third place. More than 1.5 million mastic trees are cultivated by approximately 4,000 families. Through the Chios Mastic Growers Association and its subsidiaries, roughly 45–50 million euros flow into the local economy annually through primary and secondary mastic products. In recent years, the industry has gained significant momentum, attracting new producers and strengthening the social fabric of this geopolitically sensitive region.

Period mini-series.

The eponymous short story by Alexandros Papadiamantis comes to life on the small screen. The four-episode drama mini-series "Watchman on the Quarantined Ships" (Βαρδιάνος στα Σπόρκα), directed by Manousos Manousakis and aired by ERT, transports viewers to the ambiance and atmosphere of a bygone era in the mid-19th century.

The Story…
Papadiamantis' short story narrates the tale of 50-year-old Skevo. Upon learning that her son Stavros, who has embarked as a boatswain to earn money and marry his beloved Rinio, has fallen ill, Skevo disguises herself as a man and becomes a vardianos (guard) at the sporka (quarantined ships due to cholera) to save him.

The situation is dire. Ships attempting to return to the harbor are denied entry. Quarantine… The residents are gripped by fear. Divisions arise—should they save others or themselves? Meanwhile, Stavros is wasting away…

The series vividly portrays the mother’s unwavering determination to overcome every obstacle in quarantine to save her son from death, capturing the essence of Papadiamantis' work.

Production Details
The script adaptation is penned by Stavros Avdoulos and Eirini Ritsoni.

The lead role of the elderly Skevo is played by Renia Louizidou, with Giorgos Savvidis as her son Stavros. Jenny Kazakou stars as Rinio, Stavros' sweetheart.

Additional cast members include Petros Xekoukis as Stathis Chercheris, Rinio's father; Takis Vamvakidis as Barba-Nikas, Skevo's in-law; and Pavlos Kourtidis as Captain Konstantis, Chercheris' close associate, among others. Maria Kavoukidi portrays Vasiliki, Rinio's mother and Chercheris’ wife.

Episode: 1 
Skevo Gialinitsa, also called “savourokofa”, is scared when she sees a ship moored in Tsougkrias, the islet across. She thinks it might be the ship which her son, Stavros, has been a crowbar. He immediately runs to the market to learn about. The town is in all astir. The town crier just announced that measures are being taken to deal with the cholera outbreak and Tsougkrias has been declared an infected island. Ships arriving there are considered to be “sporka”. Infected, that is, because they come from disease-ridden places. Skevo’s agony grows. 
An order has been issued by the Prefecture, to create a quarantine station on Tsougkrias and to quarantine the ships. Mastro-Chercheris and Captain Konstantis take part in the auction, the former for the constructions and the latter for the supply of timber. At the same time, they plan to marry Chercheris' daughter, Rinio, to his son Konstantis. Rinio, however, is in love with Stavros and reacts to this idea. 
And while everyone's attention is on the auction, which is taking place at the square, Skevo gets the bad tidings. Her son is on the ship which has been put in quarantine and he has been infected. Then, she gets a crazy idea.
