The Longest-Running Cultural Television Show

"Monogramma" on public television has uniquely documented individuals whose presence and work have shaped the intellectual, cultural, and artistic course of our nation.

Described as a "national archive" by the media, it became the first audiovisual work to be recognized and awarded by the Academy of Athens in 2012. The Academy presented producers-directors Giorgos and Iro Sgourakis with an award for their body of work, particularly for Monogram, noting that:
“...their biographical programs constitute a valuable portrait of Greeks who made significant contributions in the past and present, creating work deemed to be ‘for future generations.’”

A nation without historical memory and cultural continuity is doomed. It is our generation’s duty to preserve a firm foundation upon which future generations can build. How? By following the cultural paths paved by the great figures of our time. At the crossroads of two centuries, we take pride in having lived during the same era as these individuals and in experiencing their art. It is our responsibility to safeguard and preserve these contributions.

The concept for the series originated with producer-director Giorgos Sgourakis, who envisioned presenting the lives, works, and life philosophies of influential figures in intellectual, cultural, artistic, social, and public life through an autobiographical lens. This approach ensures the integrity of the cinematic documentation, free from external intervention.

Each episode is designed to offer an autobiographical presentation (captured in image and sound) of a figure active in the intellectual, artistic, cultural, political, or social realms, aiming to engage the interest of contemporary audiences.

The series’ title is inspired by the eponymous poem by Odysseas Elytis (used with his approval), reflecting its focus: Monogram = Autobiography.

The series’ emblem replicates a rare seal stone housed in the British Museum, dating back to the 4th–3rd century BCE. Made of brown agate, it features a combination of four letters—Υ, Β, Ω, and Ε—crafted into a monogram. Seal stones with letter combinations like this are exceedingly rare.

The series’ iconic musical theme, accompanying the emblem’s linear animation, was composed by Vassilis Dimitriou.

In each episode, the autobiographical subject sets the framework for the film, which is then structured and shaped collaboratively. Extensive preparation follows, including studying all available biographical data, researching the individual’s work, reviewing publications and interviews, and, often, months of groundwork before the filming process is complete.

To date, Monogram has documented 340 individuals. A hallmark of the series is the wide range of specialties of those profiled, spanning virtually every scientific, artistic, and social field, including archaeologists, architects, astrophysicists, baritones, violinists, Byzantinists, cartoonists, geologists, linguists, sculptors, journalists, aerospace scientists, orchestra conductors, judges, criminologists, ethnomusicologists, publishers, radio announcers, Hellenists, costume designers, researchers, painters, actors, theater scholars, shadow theater artists, doctors, clergymen, impresarios, historians, university professors, ceramists, guitarists, filmmakers, sociologists, literary critics, art critics, folk musicians, folklorists, writers, mathematicians, translators, musicologists, economists, educators, pianists, poets, urban planners, politicians, seismologists, screenwriters, directors, set designers, sketch artists, speleologists, lyricists, generals, authors, collectors, composers, constitutional law scholars, conservators of antiquities and icons, singers, engravers, philhellenes, philologists, philosophers, physicists, photographers, choreographers, columnists, and psychiatrists.

The Longest-Running Cultural Television Show

"Monogramma" on public television has uniquely documented individuals whose presence and work have shaped the intellectual, cultural, and artistic course of our nation.

Described as a "national archive" by the media, it became the first audiovisual work to be recognized and awarded by the Academy of Athens in 2012. The Academy presented producers-directors Giorgos and Iro Sgourakis with an award for their body of work, particularly for Monogram, noting that:
“...their biographical programs constitute a valuable portrait of Greeks who made significant contributions in the past and present, creating work deemed to be ‘for future generations.’”

A nation without historical memory and cultural continuity is doomed. It is our generation’s duty to preserve a firm foundation upon which future generations can build. How? By following the cultural paths paved by the great figures of our time. At the crossroads of two centuries, we take pride in having lived during the same era as these individuals and in experiencing their art. It is our responsibility to safeguard and preserve these contributions.

The concept for the series originated with producer-director Giorgos Sgourakis, who envisioned presenting the lives, works, and life philosophies of influential figures in intellectual, cultural, artistic, social, and public life through an autobiographical lens. This approach ensures the integrity of the cinematic documentation, free from external intervention.

Each episode is designed to offer an autobiographical presentation (captured in image and sound) of a figure active in the intellectual, artistic, cultural, political, or social realms, aiming to engage the interest of contemporary audiences.

The series’ title is inspired by the eponymous poem by Odysseas Elytis (used with his approval), reflecting its focus: Monogram = Autobiography.

The series’ emblem replicates a rare seal stone housed in the British Museum, dating back to the 4th–3rd century BCE. Made of brown agate, it features a combination of four letters—Υ, Β, Ω, and Ε—crafted into a monogram. Seal stones with letter combinations like this are exceedingly rare.

The series’ iconic musical theme, accompanying the emblem’s linear animation, was composed by Vassilis Dimitriou.

In each episode, the autobiographical subject sets the framework for the film, which is then structured and shaped collaboratively. Extensive preparation follows, including studying all available biographical data, researching the individual’s work, reviewing publications and interviews, and, often, months of groundwork before the filming process is complete.

To date, Monogram has documented 340 individuals. A hallmark of the series is the wide range of specialties of those profiled, spanning virtually every scientific, artistic, and social field, including archaeologists, architects, astrophysicists, baritones, violinists, Byzantinists, cartoonists, geologists, linguists, sculptors, journalists, aerospace scientists, orchestra conductors, judges, criminologists, ethnomusicologists, publishers, radio announcers, Hellenists, costume designers, researchers, painters, actors, theater scholars, shadow theater artists, doctors, clergymen, impresarios, historians, university professors, ceramists, guitarists, filmmakers, sociologists, literary critics, art critics, folk musicians, folklorists, writers, mathematicians, translators, musicologists, economists, educators, pianists, poets, urban planners, politicians, seismologists, screenwriters, directors, set designers, sketch artists, speleologists, lyricists, generals, authors, collectors, composers, constitutional law scholars, conservators of antiquities and icons, singers, engravers, philhellenes, philologists, philosophers, physicists, photographers, choreographers, columnists, and psychiatrists.

We also meet the "Muse" of the Greek National Opera and the Cairo Opera House, Antigone Tsiouli, whom the public first encountered during the Grand Opening of one of the most important cultural centers in the world, the iconic Grand Egyptian Museum.

This is a documentary series dedicated to significant Greek authors, exploring their lives and works within the historical and social context of their time. With a successful multi-year run, the series extends beyond television broadcasts, playing an active role in the country’s social and intellectual life. Screenings and commemorative events featuring themes from the series are frequently held at various institutions, schools, and cultural organizations, both in Athens and across the provinces.
Furthermore, numerous university departments in Greece and abroad utilize copies of the series for educational purposes. Through this series, ERT has curated a "living" library of Greek authors of timeless significance. Several of these documentaries have been screened at Greek and international festivals and have received awards.
In 2010, the Hellenic Parliament, in collaboration with ERT, honored Yannis Ritsos by providing a luxury edition of the relevant documentary to MPs, ministers, ambassadors, general secretaries, and other senior public officials. One of the most nutritious vegetables of the Greek land. It belongs to the category of green leafy vegetables, and since it requires low temperatures to be cultivated and grow, it is also called the "child of winter." In addition to being consumed fresh, spinach is also consumed in frozen form without, in fact, depriving the consumer of its freshness or its nutrients and as it is compatible with the modern lifestyle, which requires speed, it is gaining market shares in the Greek market as well. For the needs of the frozen food industry, however, the spinach varieties that are cultivated, as the ERT show “Farm-Fresh, Straight to Your Shelf” discovered, are not the same as those that will serve the demand for fresh consumption. We visited villages in Larissa, where the main core of industrial spinach cultivation for our country is developed, and we spoke with producers and agronomists seeking answers regarding the origin of the seed, the varieties that industries seek and why, the way in which cultivation is practiced, the needs the plant has, as well as the pests and diseases it faces and we closed the circle of contacts by participating in its mechanical harvesting, realizing that everything must be done quickly, but not in a rush. Following the route of industrial spinach from the field to the shelf, our path brought us to Giannitsa. There, in one of the country's modern frozen vegetable industries, we were informed about how the reception, washing, checking for residues and foreign matter of the product are done, but also about the whole process of treatment, until the spinach from ambient temperature is frozen to -18 degrees Celsius, in order to “lock in” the freshness and nutritional value of the vegetable and reach the consumer’s table unaltered.

The Story…
Papadiamantis' short story narrates the tale of 50-year-old Skevo. Upon learning that her son Stavros, who has embarked as a boatswain to earn money and marry his beloved Rinio, has fallen ill, Skevo disguises herself as a man and becomes a vardianos (guard) at the sporka (quarantined ships due to cholera) to save him.

The situation is dire. Ships attempting to return to the harbor are denied entry. Quarantine… The residents are gripped by fear. Divisions arise—should they save others or themselves? Meanwhile, Stavros is wasting away…

The series vividly portrays the mother’s unwavering determination to overcome every obstacle in quarantine to save her son from death, capturing the essence of Papadiamantis' work.

Production Details
The script adaptation is penned by Stavros Avdoulos and Eirini Ritsoni.

The lead role of the elderly Skevo is played by Renia Louizidou, with Giorgos Savvidis as her son Stavros. Jenny Kazakou stars as Rinio, Stavros' sweetheart.

Mastro-Chercheris leaves for Tsougkrias and starts building the wooden shacks, while promoting his daughter's engagement. She is adamant. Her heart belongs to Stavros. She confesses her feelings to Skevo, She tells her that she wants to go to the quarantine station to find him. Skevo advises her to do nothing. Instead, she makes sure that she will be the one to go. Rinio's mother, when she realizes what is really going on with her daughter, sends a message to her husband. From that moment, Chercheris, who loves his daughter deeply, starts to take interest in Stavros' condition. 
With great effort, Skevo persuades Nikas to help her. He, in turn, pleads with his boss, the foreman of the quarantine station, to take in another guard, a relative of his. Ronimos, that is, the foreman, does him a favor and therefore Skevo, dressed as a man, goes to report to the council, in order to get permission. The question is whether she will be convincing and whether her ploy will prove successful. 
In the end, with great difficulty, Skevo is admitted by the council and is appointed a guard on the sporka. And on the ship where her son is, at that.

Period mini-series.

The eponymous short story by Alexandros Papadiamantis comes to life on the small screen. The four-episode drama mini-series "Watchman on the Quarantined Ships" (Βαρδιάνος στα Σπόρκα), directed by Manousos Manousakis and aired by ERT, transports viewers to the ambiance and atmosphere of a bygone era in the mid-19th century.

The Story…
Papadiamantis' short story narrates the tale of 50-year-old Skevo. Upon learning that her son Stavros, who has embarked as a boatswain to earn money and marry his beloved Rinio, has fallen ill, Skevo disguises herself as a man and becomes a vardianos (guard) at the sporka (quarantined ships due to cholera) to save him.

The situation is dire. Ships attempting to return to the harbor are denied entry. Quarantine… The residents are gripped by fear. Divisions arise—should they save others or themselves? Meanwhile, Stavros is wasting away…

The series vividly portrays the mother’s unwavering determination to overcome every obstacle in quarantine to save her son from death, capturing the essence of Papadiamantis' work.

Production Details
The script adaptation is penned by Stavros Avdoulos and Eirini Ritsoni.

The lead role of the elderly Skevo is played by Renia Louizidou, with Giorgos Savvidis as her son Stavros. Jenny Kazakou stars as Rinio, Stavros' sweetheart.

Additional cast members include Petros Xekoukis as Stathis Chercheris, Rinio's father; Takis Vamvakidis as Barba-Nikas, Skevo's in-law; and Pavlos Kourtidis as Captain Konstantis, Chercheris' close associate, among others. Maria Kavoukidi portrays Vasiliki, Rinio's mother and Chercheris’ wife.

Episode: 4 
When Skevo arrives at Tsougkrias to undergo a medical check-up, the German doctor realises who she is. However, he decides to help her. From the first night on the small island, Skevo meets a hermit monk named Nikodimos. He, who remembers both Skevo and her son, suggests to her to bring him to his small house, to be treated. He intends to climb the mountain to find peace and quiet. Rinio has sorrows of her own, because Captain Konstantis has brought his son to meet her and her mother insists on going ahead with the matchmaking. Meanwhile, in the village, the troubles caused by the fear of disease come one after the other. Some go so far as to set fire to the old quarantine station, which accommodates those families who have come in from the ships, to save themselves. Then Nikas’ valour is highlighted, as he saves a child from the fire and so is the kindness of the village women, who, led by the baker, run to the aid of the unfortunate. In Tsougkrias, Skevo deals with her own misfortunes. She finds her son, gravely ill, and with the help of Chercheris, she takes him to Nikodimos' house. She doesn’t leave his side even for a moment, in her efforts to heal and save him. Which is hardly an easy feat.

Thanasis and the members of the “Hamam” association, Stathis, Stefanos and the Friends of Fire of Heroes’ Square, Thodoris and the entire neighborhood of the Workers’ Housing area, along with the whole city, celebrate, in cold or rain alike. They celebrate because Florina, with all these fires, warms the newborn Christ.
