At times festive, at times witty, and at times deeply human, the series draws us into the world of the Balkans. Α world with deep roots, a plurality of elements, humour, surrealism and parody: a thematic landscape of popular culture.


Surva in Pernik [With English subtitles] 
Episode: 9 
A group of "Kukeri" (bell-bearers - masqueraders) from Sofia, the “Yordanovi Art and friends,” introduces us to the feast of "Surva," one of the most vibrant and primal rituals in Bulgaria. We follow the arrival and reunion of the group members in the village of Kontska, where the custom maintains its authentic character. "Surva" is celebrated on the night of January 13th, as according to the old calendar, that is when the year changes. It is a ritual of purification and renewal, marking the transition to the new year. With the deafening sound of bells and imposing, often terrifying masks, the "Kukeri" traverse the streets of Kontska village, symbolically driving away evil and welcoming the year. In the central square, fires and torches light up the nocturnal parade, turning the village into a setting of collective initiation. The journey continues to Kosarevo, famous for its mask craftsmen, where the Surva celebration maintains a more local and experiential character. The bell-bearers visit the village homes and exchange wishes for health and a good harvest. The custom culminates in Pernik, where it is transformed into a festival event with participants from all over Europe. In the Mask Museum and the city's underground mine, the historical roots of the custom and its possible Thracian origins are explored. In Pernik, thousands of masqueraders from Bulgaria and abroad parade in a multi-day ethnographic celebration, keeping alive an institution that unites past and present. The International Festival of Masquerade Games "Surva" in Pernik becomes a meeting place for different cultures, confirming that the need for catharsis, rebirth, and collective expression remains common, beyond borders and eras.

"The propaganda of the jounta regime" 
In this episode,the propaganda practices of the junta regime are presented, as well as the reactions to them.

Distinguished individuals from the world of arts and intellect speak about both the propaganda of the junta and the way an opposing discourse was formed within the dominant ideological framework that the dictatorship attempted to establish.

University professor Dimitris Maronitis discusses the way the junta used language, combining it with the first-time use of television. Using excerpts from Georgios Papadopoulos’ speeches, he deconstructs the spoken word as pseudo-ritualistic, messianic in tone, bombastic, and ultimately incoherent.

He highlights the regime's persistence in using naive or demeaning metaphors, such as the image of a nation in a "plaster cast," or the ship and its “captain” metaphor. The colonels’ rhetoric is described as magical in type, where speech dissolves meaning; its sound aims to captivate while ultimately disrupting the audience's logic.

Maronitis describes the restrictions on expression imposed on writers and on those detained by the regime. He also addresses the limits of speech and action and the issue of language as a medium of venting or preparing for political action.

He believes that the most honest response to the dictatorship’s rhetoric was to point out the boundaries of language, clarifying that while language might prepare political action, it is not the action itself. He explains that people rose against the junta as they did during the German Occupation, and he highlights Pavlos Zannas’ translation of Proust’s multi-volume In Search of Lost Time as a response to the regime’s linguistic crudeness and lack of cultural ethos.

In turn, Pavlos Zannas describes the initial silence of intellectuals against the junta’s preemptive censorship, followed by the formation of a new literary landscape through politically resonant translations. This allowed accomplished writers to survive and create a new publishing landscape.

He describes how, with the insistence and encouragement of Stratis Tsirkas, he began translating Proust's work.

He also refers to publications following the end of preemptive censorship, works expressing opposition to the junta that risked prosecution.

In July 1970, 18 Texts was published, followed a year later by New Texts and New Texts 2, with contributions from detained writers. Giorgos Seferis' statement about the junta is also noted for its significance.

Journalist Giorgos Romaos discusses the muzzling of the Greek press and the junta’s control of television and radio. He explains that newspapers were directed by the relevant ministry service, describing an era of guided journalism in which, however, some information, words, and photos slipped through.

He recalls the regime's harshness in the early days of the coup, using Eikones magazine as an example.

Romaos notes that despite this, Greeks bought newspapers as they were the only—albeit darkened—window to the outside world. He adds that the period following the end of preemptive censorship was not one of freedom, with continued interventions to ensure the regime's perspective was published, accompanied by warnings and threats to publishers.

However, he mentions that during the Polytechnic uprising, newspapers contributed to the anti-junta sentiment.

Art critic Eleni Vakalo explains that the junta didn’t exploit the visual arts because they failed to understand the significance of form in visual art. This ignorance allowed artists, critics, and gallery owners to use art as a vehicle for messages from form to symbol, in ways that couldn’t easily be accused of undermining the regime. Thus, a communication code with the public was established, gradually understood as an art of resistance.

Aristovoulos Manesis, professor of constitutional law, explains the junta’s fixation on legality, despite abolishing legality, attempting to appear legitimate in any way possible. He describes how the regime sought to win citizen consent through the constitution, aiming for popular approval or at least tolerance. He discusses the constitutions of the dictatorship, which functioned without ever being fully implemented, and recounts his own stance and his address to law students in Thessaloniki during one of the first anti-junta gatherings in January 1968.

Film critic Vassilis Rafailidis analyzes the junta’s newsreels as visualized propaganda, with anti-communism as the core message and the goal of promoting national loyalty. Rafailidis highlights the regime’s promotion of disciplined, controlled living to its citizens. He explains that the main propaganda tool of the junta was speeches, both formal and informal, and he describes other propaganda tools as laughable, such as the parades of military valor, where Greek history is depicted as culminating in Grammos-Vitsi.

Rafailidis also discusses television, which was initiated and shaped by the junta, focusing mainly on how programming was structured, with most airtime given to non-ideological shows, especially football. He briefly touches on cinema and the patriotic films made during the seven-year period.

Throughout the program, photographs, audio recordings, and front-page images of the time are presented, along with excerpts from junta newsreels, particularly from speeches by dictator Georgios Papadopoulos, and from military valor parades held at the Panathenaic Stadium.

The concept, as the show’s title suggests, aims to showcase every link in the value chain of a product, from the seed selection stage to the final product that will find its place on the retail shelf.
Its aim is to elevate the primary sector and the processing industry that engage with agricultural and livestock products across as much of the Greek territory as possible.
The goal of the show is to give viewers –consumers the opportunity to discover these products through the personal stories of everyone involved in their production, processing, standardization, and marketing.
The idea for the show came from the observation that most of us consume a variety of products without really knowing how they're made, what nutritional value they offer, or how to store them before consumption.


Black Pig 
Episode: 31 
It has been called the "black diamond" of Greek pig farming. Its meat is darker than that of the classic pig, while its fat creates a beautiful intramuscular marbling, which gives it a unique and exceptional taste.
Chemical analyses have shown that its fat contains high concentrations of oleic acid, a key component of virgin olive oil, while high levels of Omega-3 fatty acids have also been recorded, making it some of the healthiest pork in the world.
The indigenous black pig is an endemic breed that traces its roots back to Homeric times. It has been continuously bred in Greece ever since, although it faced a production decline and the threat of extinction during the Ottoman Empire, as its breeding and consumption were forbidden for religious reasons.
Today, there are approximately 70 farms in Greece with over 3,000 indigenous black pig sows. While the main core is concentrated in Macedonia and Thrace, units exist throughout the mainland and on the islands.
The show "Farm-Fresh, Straight to Your Shelf," in an effort to highlight this unique animal and its long history in Greece, visited two certified farms to learn about the habits and breeding systems of the indigenous black pig. The episode explores its diet, including its preference for acorns, and how this natural feeding affects the quality of the meat.
The show also provides information on the genetic identification program launched a few months ago, the expected benefits of this process, and the serious impact that African Swine Fever has had on the industry.
Finally, the episode follows various methods of standardizing indigenous black pig meat and discusses the challenges and commercial prospects of the sector. With the help of a chef, a delicious "tigania" (pan-fried pork) is prepared, offering tips on cooking mistakes to avoid and how to recognize the authentic product at the butcher shop.

The four-episode drama mini-series "Watchman on the Quarantined Ships" (Βαρδιάνος στα Σπόρκα), directed by Manousos Manousakis and aired by ERT, transports viewers to the ambiance and atmosphere of a bygone era in the mid-19th century.

The Story…
Papadiamantis' short story narrates the tale of 50-year-old Skevo. Upon learning that her son Stavros, who has embarked as a boatswain to earn money and marry his beloved Rinio, has fallen ill, Skevo disguises herself as a man and becomes a vardianos (guard) at the sporka (quarantined ships due to cholera) to save him.

The situation is dire. Ships attempting to return to the harbor are denied entry. Quarantine… The residents are gripped by fear. Divisions arise—should they save others or themselves? Meanwhile, Stavros is wasting away…

The series vividly portrays the mother’s unwavering determination to overcome every obstacle in quarantine to save her son from death, capturing the essence of Papadiamantis' work.

Production Details
The script adaptation is penned by Stavros Avdoulos and Eirini Ritsoni.

The lead role of the elderly Skevo is played by Renia Louizidou, with Giorgos Savvidis as her son Stavros. Jenny Kazakou stars as Rinio, Stavros' sweetheart.

Additional cast members include Petros Xekoukis as Stathis Chercheris, Rinio's father; Takis Vamvakidis as Barba-Nikas, Skevo's in-law; and Pavlos Kourtidis as Captain Konstantis, Chercheris' close associate, among others. Maria Kavoukidi portrays Vasiliki, Rinio's mother and Chercheris’ wife.
