The Longest-Running Cultural Television Show

"Monogramma" on public television has uniquely documented individuals whose presence and work have shaped the intellectual, cultural, and artistic course of our nation.

Described as a "national archive" by the media, it became the first audiovisual work to be recognized and awarded by the Academy of Athens in 2012. The Academy presented producers-directors Giorgos and Iro Sgourakis with an award for their body of work, particularly for Monogram, noting that:
“...their biographical programs constitute a valuable portrait of Greeks who made significant contributions in the past and present, creating work deemed to be ‘for future generations.’”

A nation without historical memory and cultural continuity is doomed. It is our generation’s duty to preserve a firm foundation upon which future generations can build. How? By following the cultural paths paved by the great figures of our time. At the crossroads of two centuries, we take pride in having lived during the same era as these individuals and in experiencing their art. It is our responsibility to safeguard and preserve these contributions.

The concept for the series originated with producer-director Giorgos Sgourakis, who envisioned presenting the lives, works, and life philosophies of influential figures in intellectual, cultural, artistic, social, and public life through an autobiographical lens. This approach ensures the integrity of the cinematic documentation, free from external intervention.

Each episode is designed to offer an autobiographical presentation (captured in image and sound) of a figure active in the intellectual, artistic, cultural, political, or social realms, aiming to engage the interest of contemporary audiences.

The series’ title is inspired by the eponymous poem by Odysseas Elytis (used with his approval), reflecting its focus: Monogram = Autobiography.

The series’ emblem replicates a rare seal stone housed in the British Museum, dating back to the 4th–3rd century BCE. Made of brown agate, it features a combination of four letters—Υ, Β, Ω, and Ε—crafted into a monogram. Seal stones with letter combinations like this are exceedingly rare.

The series’ iconic musical theme, accompanying the emblem’s linear animation, was composed by Vassilis Dimitriou.

In each episode, the autobiographical subject sets the framework for the film, which is then structured and shaped collaboratively. Extensive preparation follows, including studying all available biographical data, researching the individual’s work, reviewing publications and interviews, and, often, months of groundwork before the filming process is complete.

To date, Monogram has documented 340 individuals. A hallmark of the series is the wide range of specialties of those profiled, spanning virtually every scientific, artistic, and social field, including archaeologists, architects, astrophysicists, baritones, violinists, Byzantinists, cartoonists, geologists, linguists, sculptors, journalists, aerospace scientists, orchestra conductors, judges, criminologists, ethnomusicologists, publishers, radio announcers, Hellenists, costume designers, researchers, painters, actors, theater scholars, shadow theater artists, doctors, clergymen, impresarios, historians, university professors, ceramists, guitarists, filmmakers, sociologists, literary critics, art critics, folk musicians, folklorists, writers, mathematicians, translators, musicologists, economists, educators, pianists, poets, urban planners, politicians, seismologists, screenwriters, directors, set designers, sketch artists, speleologists, lyricists, generals, authors, collectors, composers, constitutional law scholars, conservators of antiquities and icons, singers, engravers, philhellenes, philologists, philosophers, physicists, photographers, choreographers, columnists, and psychiatrists.

The aim is to record and promote to the audience the richness, variety, and expressiveness of our musical heritage, through the local musical idioms as well as its modern potential in the urban environment of the big city.


"Kostas Roukounas. The greatest singer of "Smyrnean Rebetiko" 
The show "Salt of the Earth" and Lambros Liavas invite us to get to know the legendary singer of Smyrnean Rebetiko, Kostas Roukounas.

Born in 1904 on Samos (from where he got his nickname "The Samio̱taki"), he grew up with Smyrna songs and urban melodies from Ionia and the Eastern Aegean. In 1928, he moved to Athens, where he began a major career in the 78 rpm discography and in the popular clubs of the interwar period. From 1930 until the 1960s, it is estimated that he recorded over 180 songs, about 50 of which are said to be his own compositions.

He was particularly distinguished in Smyrna music (with more than 30 amanedes!), but also performed folk and island songs as well as Piraeus-style rebetiko, collaborating with all the great names of the time. His recordings often captured social events and functioned as musical chronicles—musical newspapers of the era! At the same time, he never forgot his island, dedicating many of his songs to Samos.

For this tribute to the great Kostas Roukounas, exceptional Samian musicians who passionately research and perform his work have traveled to Athens and participate in the show. They form the "LAIKI ORCHESTRA OF SAMOS": Panagiotis Panagakis (vocals), Giannis Anastasopoulos (violin), Alexandros Diakogiannis (cimbalom), Michalis Katsaros (guitar), Pavlos Simos (oud), Stelios Vavrakis (percussion), Christos Mitatakis (double bass), and Charilaos Nikolaou (clarinet).

Also performing are Samian musicians: Kyriakos Mavrikis (guitar-santouri-vocals), Manolis Voulainos (guitar-vocals), Vasilis Sarantou (violin), Giannis Mytilinos (accordion), Petros Rinas (bouzouki-guitar-vocals), Kostas Kritikos (bouzouki-vocals), and Dimitris Zachariou (violin).

Another fascinating journey begins in Karavas, Kythera, and seems endless – fortunately – as the villages are countless and the invitations from Cultural Associations keep coming. Now in its fifth season, the show stays true to its philosophy: mapping culture – past and present – in places that grow smaller year after year. Yet the village remains a vibrant hub of life and well-being. Kostis Zafirakis travels and captures the stories of the people, the distinctive character of each village, its culture, its economy, and its festivities. An endless journey indeed, from the Great Meadows of Paiko to Perachora in Corinth, from Aidonia in Preveza to Karyofytos in Xanthi, from the Agrafa Shelter in Lefkopigi, Kozani, to Ambelakia in Thessaly and Theodoriana in Arta, from Crete to Epirus, and from the Peloponnese to Evros. Customs, roots, the future, concerns, dreams, feasts, songs, and conversations—all reflecting the authenticity and perseverance of those who choose to live and create in the village.


Neochorouda 
Episode: 2 
“Neochorouda is an inspiration for a successful and pleasant life,” its residents insist. This is where the saying "zoi ke kota" truly applies — literally “life and chicken,” meaning a comfortable, easy life. A village with a long-standing poultry tradition, Neochorouda is famous for its eggs and chickens. We explore the local economy, the people’s stories, their everyday lives, and their cuisine. Their culture is preserved through the initiatives of the vibrant and active Cultural Association.
In their songs, snapshots of life are reflected — such as “Eleni aman” and “Pousetnitsa”, always danced at weddings. However, the dance that is the area’s signature is the “Trehatos,” also known as “Snake” or “Tsartsiana.” And when “Niki, Neochorouda” takes to the field, the whole village is on its feet.

The series delves into the unique history of each team and its deep ties to the village's culture and traditions. The show "Ladies of Rebetiko," narrated and presented by Iro Saia, is a television journey that highlights the lives and the profound work of eight iconic Greek female singers: Roza Eskenazi, Angela Papazoglou, Marika Ninou, Rita Abatzi, Sotiria Bellou, Sevas Hanoum, Stella Haskil, and Ioanna Georgakopoulou. Through their artistic paths and personal stances, these women left an indelible mark on the history of Rebetiko song.
Through research, narration, archival material, and interviews, the show brings to life the era from the flourishing of Rebetiko after 1922 through the subsequent decades. It illuminates the social and political conditions that shaped the world of these charismatic creators.

She was tortured by the Germans and later wounded during the Dekemvriana Events. Vassilis Tsitsanis discovered her talent, marking the start of a legendary musical career. Though she paid a high personal price for her fiercely uncompromising nature, she remains immortalized through her timeless voice.

Τhe Greek Discography in the Early Post-War Years [With English Subtitles] 
Episode: 2 
With the entry of the Germans into Greece, the journey for Greek discography comes to a sudden halt. The Columbia factory closes and reopens five years later, on June 12, 1946.

A new generation of creators and singers rises, both in popular and light music. However, censorship also returns. Stricter than ever. Every day, new lists of forbidden songs are published in newspapers. We are in the midst of the Civil War. A wrong word could get you into trouble…

The popular records experience great success thanks to the works of Tsitsanis, Chiotis, Mitsakis, Kaldaras, and other gifted creators who dominate the popular music scene. Alongside them, new great voices leave their mark on the 78 rpm records. Yet, there is one voice that will draw all the attention in the mid-‘50s. The voice of Stelios Kazantzidis.

In light music, the signal is given by the revue and the orchestras of the nightclubs that feed the discography with new hits. Athens dances to the rhythm of swing, mambo, and rumba. However, at the end of the 1940s, a new genre appears — first in the theater and then in the discography — the "archontorebetiko".

As the 1950s progress, records firmly enter our lives. More and more homes acquire gramophones, mostly in the cities. And then, at the end of the ‘50s, a true revolution for Greek discography: the first 45 rpm records. The vinyl era begins…

At the same time, discography finds another valuable ally beyond the radio. Greek cinema experiences its first boom, and music is present everywhere.

A new composer, who until then had made a name for himself with his music in the theater, starts his journey in discography.

His name is Manos Hadjidakis.

Set in Corfu in 1906, the period drama miniseries "Sinful Love" produced by ERT1, directed by Nikos Koutelidakis and written by Eleni Zioga, brings to life in an artistic way the eponymous short story by Konstantinos Theotokis.

The six-episode series tells a story of forbidden passion in an oppressive patriarchal society that tests the limits and endurance of its characters. Each of the heroes is confronted with their most dangerous secrets, which they dare not confess even to themselves.

Plot:
Stathis Therianos (played by Nikos Psaras), one of the most hardworking and responsible inhabitants of the village of Dafnila in Corfu, is married to Diamando (Karyofyllia Karambeti). He secretly and passionately falls in love with the young Chrysavgi (Eugenia Xygkourou), the coveted daughter of wealthy landowner Spyros Aspreas (Yannis Dalianis). Enchanted by her unparalleled beauty, he does everything in his power to arrange her marriage to his son Giorgis (Michail Tambakakis) in order to have her close to him, even in this way.

Diamando tries to prevent the engagement, knowing the dark "shadow" of her husband, although he has been an exemplary husband and father all these years. Diamando's futile attempts to persuade her son to marry his childhood friend Evgenia (Isabella Baltsavia) to prevent the evil from happening are in vain. Giorgis and Chrysavgi get married and settle in her parents' house, as dictated by the social norms of the time. When Giorgis leaves to fulfill his military service, Chrysavgi finds herself at the mercy of Therianos, who is consumed by a mad passion for his daughter-in-law, awakening the "beast" that lies within him. Every day, he struggles with himself and alcohol, desperately trying to tame his darkest demons.

Unaware of the real problem, Chrysavgi's noble and imposing mother, Katerina (Mariandi Sontaki), senses that something is wrong in her daughter's new home. However, no one reveals the truth to her.

The bride and the mother-in-law join forces for a common purpose, engaging in a secret war that has been declared inside Therianos' house. It remains to be seen which of the two will prevail: the criminal passion of the patriarch or the fair alliance of oppressed women.


«The Big Reveal» [With English subtitles] 
Episode: 4 
Therianos has nightmares in his sleep and gets upset. Diamando sleeping next to him gets desperate. She perceives the inner conflict of her husband who has fallen in love with their daughter-in-law and tries to find a way to prevent the worst from happening. So the next day, she announces to her son that he and his wife need to move out and find somewhere else to stay. George begs her to change her mind because if they leave, then Chrysavgi will be stigmatized as a “bad daughter-in-law”. But Diamando will not be dissuaded. While falsely accusing Chrysavgi, she will not confess the real reason she wants them to leave. Chrysavgi cannot stand this injustice and, feeling desperate, breaks into tears. Therianos, who has stayed out of it until now, cannot hold back as he sees her crying. He hugs her and kisses her on the mouth, making sure that Georgis is not looking. Now Chrysavgi understands the real reason her mother-in-law wants them to leave. Frightened and disgusted, she persuades George to move out with her. So, they move to their new home.

The documentary series "100 Years of Greek Discography" is a journey through time with all those who linked their lives to Greek discography and created, with inspiration and passion, the miracle of Greek music.

Τhe Greek Discography in the Early Post-War Years [With English Subtitles] 
Episode: 2 
With the entry of the Germans into Greece, the journey for Greek discography comes to a sudden halt. The Columbia factory closes and reopens five years later, on June 12, 1946.

A new generation of creators and singers rises, both in popular and light music. However, censorship also returns. Stricter than ever. Every day, new lists of forbidden songs are published in newspapers. We are in the midst of the Civil War. A wrong word could get you into trouble…

The popular records experience great success thanks to the works of Tsitsanis, Chiotis, Mitsakis, Kaldaras, and other gifted creators who dominate the popular music scene. Alongside them, new great voices leave their mark on the 78 rpm records. Yet, there is one voice that will draw all the attention in the mid-‘50s. The voice of Stelios Kazantzidis.

In light music, the signal is given by the revue and the orchestras of the nightclubs that feed the discography with new hits. Athens dances to the rhythm of swing, mambo, and rumba. However, at the end of the 1940s, a new genre appears — first in the theater and then in the discography — the "archontorebetiko".

As the 1950s progress, records firmly enter our lives. More and more homes acquire gramophones, mostly in the cities. And then, at the end of the ‘50s, a true revolution for Greek discography: the first 45 rpm records. The vinyl era begins…

At the same time, discography finds another valuable ally beyond the radio. Greek cinema experiences its first boom, and music is present everywhere.

A new composer, who until then had made a name for himself with his music in the theater, starts his journey in discography.

His name is Manos Hadjidakis.

The six-episode series tells a story of forbidden passion in an oppressive patriarchal society that tests the limits and endurance of its characters. Each of the heroes is confronted with their most dangerous secrets, which they dare not confess even to themselves.

Plot:
Stathis Therianos (played by Nikos Psaras), one of the most hardworking and responsible inhabitants of the village of Dafnila in Corfu, is married to Diamando (Karyofyllia Karambeti). He secretly and passionately falls in love with the young Chrysavgi (Eugenia Xygkourou), the coveted daughter of wealthy landowner Spyros Aspreas (Yannis Dalianis). Enchanted by her unparalleled beauty, he does everything in his power to arrange her marriage to his son Giorgis (Michail Tambakakis) in order to have her close to him, even in this way.

Diamando tries to prevent the engagement, knowing the dark "shadow" of her husband, although he has been an exemplary husband and father all these years. Diamando's futile attempts to persuade her son to marry his childhood friend Evgenia (Isabella Baltsavia) to prevent the evil from happening are in vain. Giorgis and Chrysavgi get married and settle in her parents' house, as dictated by the social norms of the time. When Giorgis leaves to fulfill his military service, Chrysavgi finds herself at the mercy of Therianos, who is consumed by a mad passion for his daughter-in-law, awakening the "beast" that lies within him. Every day, he struggles with himself and alcohol, desperately trying to tame his darkest demons.

Unaware of the real problem, Chrysavgi's noble and imposing mother, Katerina (Mariandi Sontaki), senses that something is wrong in her daughter's new home. However, no one reveals the truth to her.

The bride and the mother-in-law join forces for a common purpose, engaging in a secret war that has been declared inside Therianos' house. It remains to be seen which of the two will prevail: the criminal passion of the patriarch or the fair alliance of oppressed women.

Enchanted by her unparalleled beauty, he does everything in his power to arrange her marriage to his son Giorgis (Michail Tambakakis) in order to have her close to him, even in this way.

Diamando tries to prevent the engagement, knowing the dark "shadow" of her husband, although he has been an exemplary husband and father all these years. Diamando's futile attempts to persuade her son to marry his childhood friend Evgenia (Isabella Baltsavia) to prevent the evil from happening are in vain. Giorgis and Chrysavgi get married and settle in her parents' house, as dictated by the social norms of the time. When Giorgis leaves to fulfill his military service, Chrysavgi finds herself at the mercy of Therianos, who is consumed by a mad passion for his daughter-in-law, awakening the "beast" that lies within him. Every day, he struggles with himself and alcohol, desperately trying to tame his darkest demons.

A series of half-hour shows produced by ERT for 2024-2025.

The idea, as the title of the show suggests, aims to present all the links in the production chain of a product, from the stage of seed selection to the final product that will be placed on the retail shelf.

The orientation is to highlight the primary sector and the processing industry, which deals with agricultural and livestock products throughout the Greek territory as much as possible.
The goal of the show is to give the viewer-consumer the opportunity to learn about these products through the personal stories of all those involved in the processes of production, processing, packaging, and marketing.
The impetus for the proposal to implement the show was the realization that the overwhelming majority of us consume a variety of products without knowing how they are produced, what nutritional benefits they offer, and how they are preserved before consumption.


Tinos Artichoke 
Episode: 34 
It survives in defiance of the Cycladic winds. Nourished by the moisture of the Aegean Sea, it reveals itself from its “shell” only with the help of skilled hands. The artichoke of Tinos is a wild yet delicate vegetable, present both on local tables and in the dishes of fine restaurants. The program “Farm-Fresh, Straight to Your Shelf” visited the Cycladic island of Megalochari in search of this renowned artichoke and discovered that it is a traditional crop. Small landholdings and the need for sustenance led the island’s inhabitants to cultivate every available plot, kantounia (small parcels of land), where wheat and barley could not thrive, planting artichokes instead. Alongside the local wild variety, over the past 60–70 years, a purple (cultivated) variety has also been grown, introduced from the Botanical Garden area of Athens. Today, the core of artichoke cultivation lies in Livadi of Tinos, where the island’s most fertile land and water resources are found. As we learned, the crop is perennial and requires careful irrigation and fertilization. Harvesting takes place from late February for about 1.5 to 2 months, depending on yield. The produce is supplied to restaurants and grocery stores on the island, but mainly to the central produce market in Rentis, Attica. A small portion of the production is processed on a cottage-industry basis by local producers, who add value to surplus quantities that might otherwise be discarded or left in the fields as animal feed. In recent years, however, artichoke cultivation on the island has been declining. Climate change, particularly drought, has affected both the crop and its yields, making farming increasingly difficult to sustain. At the same time, fewer young people are entering the field. Encouragingly, those who continue to cultivate the artichoke do so with passion and dedication and this is the true secret of its success. Events such as the Artichoke Festival in Komi, Tinos, act as an invisible thread, tying tradition to the island’s modern identity.

She also speaks about the “Alekos Fassianos” Museum, explaining how his work reflects his own life. She highlights his relationship with Greek tradition and his unique ability to transform his personal world into works infused with imagination, yet grounded in a tangible reality.
A deeply emotional and insightful interview that captures not only the life of Alekos Fassianos, but also the significant presence of Mariza Kalogeropoulou-Fassianou in his journey, as the woman who supported his work and stood by him every step of the way.

22:00  |   Ladies of Rebetiko (New Episode)   

The show "Ladies of Rebetiko," narrated and presented by Iro Saia, is a television journey that highlights the lives and the profound work of eight iconic Greek female singers: Roza Eskenazi, Angela Papazoglou, Marika Ninou, Rita Abatzi, Sotiria Bellou, Sevas Hanoum, Stella Haskil, and Ioanna Georgakopoulou. Through their artistic paths and personal stances, these women left an indelible mark on the history of Rebetiko song.
Through research, narration, archival material, and interviews, the show brings to life the era from the flourishing of Rebetiko after 1922 through the subsequent decades. It illuminates the social and political conditions that shaped the world of these charismatic creators.
In each episode, alongside the tribute to each singer’s journey, a selection of her signature songs is performed with sensitivity and modern arrangements by Iro Saia, offering the audience a vivid listening experience. It serves as a tribute to women who, despite the odds, claimed their place in a male-dominated and demanding environment, shattering stereotypes and paving the way for future generations.
Under the directorial vision of Leonidas Panonidis, with a screenplay by Maria Louka, cinematography by Efthymis Theodosis, editing by Stella Filippopoulou, and executive production by FILMIKI PRODUCTIONS, the series transforms each episode into a cinematic "mosaic" that combines artistic sensitivity with historical research.


Sevas Hanum [With English subtitles] 
Episode: 3 
Born on September 8, 1931, in Kokkinogia, Drama, Sevas Hanum (born Sevasti Papadopoulou) was of Pontian descent. Although she loved singing, her family opposed her passion and attempted to force her into an arranged marriage. She fled her home for Athens, where she began to build her legend alongside the most significant figures of laiko music. She gained fame performing oriental songs and was given her stage name by Jimmy the Fat, the owner of the legendary tavern, who wanted a name that matched her exotic repertoire. Her stormy love affair with Stelios Kazantzidis left a lasting mark on her life; although they were engaged and performed together in clubs, they never collaborated on studio recordings. Relatively early in her life, Sevas Hanum faced serious health issues that led to a spiral of decline, taking a heavy toll on both her personal life and her career. Following a brief period of immense glory, her path turned downward, and she passed away in poverty and loneliness in 1980.
