Present-day Greece intertwines with the Greece of the late 1940s, a turbulent era, unfolding a story of mystery, nostalgia, and love. "Monogramma" has uniquely recorded the individuals who have marked the intellectual, cultural, and artistic trajectory of our country with their presence and work. It has been characterized as a "National Archive" by the press, and for the first time in 2012, the Academy of Athens recognized and awarded audiovisual work, awarding producers and directors George and Ero Sgourakis the Academy of Athens Award for their entire body of work, particularly for "Monogramma." The reasoning behind this was that "…their biographical programs constitute a valuable portrait of Greeks who acted in the past but also in our era and created, as it was characterized, a work "for the next generations".
The idea of ​​creating this series came from producer-director George Sgourakis, to present the life, work, and worldview of individuals who act in the intellectual, cultural, artistic, social, and public spheres, in an autobiographical format so that there is no interference and the cinematic document is preserved in its purest form.
The format of each episode aims at presenting the autobiographical (visual and audio recording) of an individual who operates in the intellectual, artistic, cultural, political, social, and public life, in a way that engages the interest of contemporary viewers.

It is here that the cooperative, as we know it today, was first created: the legendary “Joint Fellowship.” Its inspirer, founder, and president was George Mavros. In his mansion - a monument of modern Greek art and history - their assemblies and celebrations took place. It all began with a flower, the “reddish dye,” whose juices were used to color yarn red, exported across Europe. Trade flourished. In "Ambelakia", culture, economy, life, education, and celebrations exceeded all imagination. The village’s glamour remains indelible to this day.

Sometimes looking to the future, other times tracing back the deep roots of the past. It is the conveyance of the feeling of...breathlessness. Up on the castle of Skyros, on the top of Mt. Helmos counting the stars, to the playing of the philharmonic orchestras in the alleyways of Corfu at Easter, reaching down to the Cavo D'oro, walking on a tightrope over the gorge of the Aoos river in Konitsa. 

Because life is even more beautiful, when you see the Alterlife!

The show "Ladies of Rebetiko," narrated and presented by Iro Saia, is a television journey that highlights the lives and the profound work of eight iconic Greek female singers: Roza Eskenazi, Angela Papazoglou, Marika Ninou, Rita Abatzi, Sotiria Bellou, Sevas Hanoum, Stella Haskil, and Ioanna Georgakopoulou. Through their artistic paths and personal stances, these women left an indelible mark on the history of Rebetiko song.
Through research, narration, archival material, and interviews, the show brings to life the era from the flourishing of Rebetiko after 1922 through the subsequent decades. It illuminates the social and political conditions that shaped the world of these charismatic creators.
In each episode, alongside the tribute to each singer’s journey, a selection of her signature songs is performed with sensitivity and modern arrangements by Iro Saia, offering the audience a vivid listening experience. It serves as a tribute to women who, despite the odds, claimed their place in a male-dominated and demanding environment, shattering stereotypes and paving the way for future generations.
Under the directorial vision of Leonidas Panonidis, with a screenplay by Maria Louka, cinematography by Efthymis Theodosis, editing by Stella Filippopoulou, and executive production by FILMIKI PRODUCTIONS, the series transforms each episode into a cinematic "mosaic" that combines artistic sensitivity with historical research.


Sevas Hanum 
Episode: 3 
Born on September 8, 1931, in Kokkinogia, Drama, Sevas Hanum (born Sevasti Papadopoulou) was of Pontian descent. Although she loved singing, her family opposed her passion and attempted to force her into an arranged marriage. She fled her home for Athens, where she began to build her legend alongside the most significant figures of laiko music. She gained fame performing oriental songs and was given her stage name by Jimmy the Fat, the owner of the legendary tavern, who wanted a name that matched her exotic repertoire. Her stormy love affair with Stelios Kazantzidis left a lasting mark on her life; although they were engaged and performed together in clubs, they never collaborated on studio recordings. Relatively early in her life, Sevas Hanum faced serious health issues that led to a spiral of decline, taking a heavy toll on both her personal life and her career. Following a brief period of immense glory, her path turned downward, and she passed away in poverty and loneliness in 1980.

In the end, everyone moves to the rhythm orchestrated by the mayor, caught in an inextricable web of secrets, passions, and lies. Yet the truth is simple, like the steps of a waltz, two forward, one back. And Sotiris knew it well when he set his trap.
The simplest things, after all, are often the hardest.

Nefeli, shattered by alcohol, has lost all sense of space and time and, in her haze, cannot hear little Electra calling for help. When Electra and Danae enter the house, they see what has happened. Disappointment weighs heavily on the two sisters’ hearts. At the Sagias household, the decision has been made: Stergios will marry Maro and asks Haris to be their best man. But will Haris speak up? Will he reveal the truth about Domna? In the capital, Zoe waits outside the hospital for Meropi. What news will her test results bring? And all this unfolds as Nikolas speaks his final words to the workers, but not to the shipyard: “This is not the end. Remember that. The shipyard will return to our hands.” A promise whose fate remains uncertain. Nikolas closes the shipyard gates behind him, as Nefeli closes the door of her home, saying goodbye to her child.

20:30  |   Meet the Craftsmen  (R)    

Production date: 2022
A series of 12 original half-hour documentaries, presenting traditional arts and techniques in the 21st century, filmed in various parts of Greece. The young protagonist Christos Zacharof travels from Corfu and Paramythia to Lesvos and Patmos, Geraki, Laconia and Lagkadia, Arcadia, to Alexandroupoli and the villages in the Rhodope mountains, places where economically viable traditional professions are still practiced, most of which are included in the UNESCO list of intangible cultural heritage.
Christos attempts to learn the secrets of marble craftsmanship, wooden shipbuilding, silversmithing, or knitting in the places where they are practiced, working alongside the craftsmen. Along with Christos, the viewer of the documentary also experiences the struggle, difficulties, and peculiarities of each art!


Marble Craftsmanship in Tinos 
Episode: 3 
The marble craftsmen from Tinos, with their insistence on mining and processing marble on Tinos' Exo Meria, keep the great tradition of their ancestors intact. On this new episode of ''Meet the Craftsmen'', Christos follows both young and old masters, trying to “listen” to the marble, to recognize the forms that the students carve out at the marble sculpture school, to learn to follow the grain of the transparent stone so as not to spoil it, but also how to handle the pantograph, with an aim to understand how marble sculptors can copy nature with such precision. Finally, he visits an abandoned marble quarry by the sea, where he finds traces of ancient carvings. Alongside Christos, the viewer comes to understand the privileged relationship of the people of Tinos with their land and the marble hidden in its bowels, a relationship that remains unbroken through time and continues to produce unique works of art and highly skilled craftsmen.

22:00  |   Ladies of Rebetiko (New Episode)   

The show "Ladies of Rebetiko," narrated and presented by Iro Saia, is a television journey that highlights the lives and the profound work of eight iconic Greek female singers: Roza Eskenazi, Angela Papazoglou, Marika Ninou, Rita Abatzi, Sotiria Bellou, Sevas Hanoum, Stella Haskil, and Ioanna Georgakopoulou. Through their artistic paths and personal stances, these women left an indelible mark on the history of Rebetiko song.
Through research, narration, archival material, and interviews, the show brings to life the era from the flourishing of Rebetiko after 1922 through the subsequent decades. It illuminates the social and political conditions that shaped the world of these charismatic creators.
In each episode, alongside the tribute to each singer’s journey, a selection of her signature songs is performed with sensitivity and modern arrangements by Iro Saia, offering the audience a vivid listening experience. It serves as a tribute to women who, despite the odds, claimed their place in a male-dominated and demanding environment, shattering stereotypes and paving the way for future generations.
Under the directorial vision of Leonidas Panonidis, with a screenplay by Maria Louka, cinematography by Efthymis Theodosis, editing by Stella Filippopoulou, and executive production by FILMIKI PRODUCTIONS, the series transforms each episode into a cinematic "mosaic" that combines artistic sensitivity with historical research.


Stella Haskil 
Episode: 4 
Born in 1918 into a wealthy Jewish family, Stella Haskil came of age in the twilight of multicultural Thessaloniki. Despite the encroaching shadows of the interwar period, she discovered her calling in song at a very young age. When the German occupation began, tragedy struck as her sister, Rachel, was arrested and deported to Auschwitz. Stella and other family members fled to Athens, narrowly managing to escape the same fate. Following the liberation in 1945, she married Auschwitz survivor Jacob (Jack) Iehaschel, adopting the stage name Haskil, which would soon become legendary in both live performance and discography. Haskil became a central figure in the Rebetiko rebirth. While her unique vocal style was celebrated by every major composer of the era, it was her definitive collaboration with Vassilis Tsitsanis that forever sealed her legacy in Greek music history.
