As for the years of Marika’s troupe, Stathis vividly recalls the events surrounding the pregnancy of Frixos’ wife, Frixos, who was also Marika Suez’s long-standing lover.

Production date: 1975
A political documentary centered on the filming of two monumental concerts held immediately after the fall of the military junta in July 1974: one at Karaiskakis Stadium featuring Mikis Theodorakis, and another at the Panathinaikos Stadium on Alexandras Avenue featuring Giannis Markopoulos.The film also documents other mass gatherings held in Athens in November of that same year to mark the first anniversary of the Athens Polytechnic uprising. With vivid clarity and historical precision, the documentary captures the intense atmosphere that swept the nation following the regime's collapse.Throughout the film, resistance fighter Christos Rekleitis, who fought against the dictatorship, shares his testimony. He describes the horrific torture he endured at the hands of the Security Police (Asfaleia) during the seven-year regime, explicitly naming his torturers. Reflecting on this work, Nikos Koundouros stated: “The only documentary I have ever made, a film composed of the voices and demands that took shape on the streets of Athens immediately after the restoration of Democracy. A film that stands as an ode to freedom.”

The show "Ladies of Rebetiko," narrated and presented by Iro Saia, is a television journey that highlights the lives and the profound work of eight iconic Greek female singers: Roza Eskenazi, Angela Papazoglou, Marika Ninou, Rita Abatzi, Sotiria Bellou, Sevas Hanoum, Stella Haskil, and Ioanna Georgakopoulou. Through their artistic paths and personal stances, these women left an indelible mark on the history of Rebetiko song.
Through research, narration, archival material, and interviews, the show brings to life the era from the flourishing of Rebetiko after 1922 through the subsequent decades. It illuminates the social and political conditions that shaped the world of these charismatic creators.
In each episode, alongside the tribute to each singer’s journey, a selection of her signature songs is performed with sensitivity and modern arrangements by Iro Saia, offering the audience a vivid listening experience. It serves as a tribute to women who, despite the odds, claimed their place in a male-dominated and demanding environment, shattering stereotypes and paving the way for future generations.
Under the directorial vision of Leonidas Panonidis, with a screenplay by Maria Louka, cinematography by Efthymis Theodosis, editing by Stella Filippopoulou, and executive production by FILMIKI PRODUCTIONS, the series transforms each episode into a cinematic "mosaic" that combines artistic sensitivity with historical research.


Rita Abatzi 
Episode: 7 
Her voice carried the pulse of Smyrna and the pain of displacement, as well as the precision of the Asia Minor technique. She was one of the first women to sing alongside men, at a time when this was not easily accepted. Rita Abatzi had a remarkable career, collaborating with leading composers such as Tountas, Skarvelis, and Vamvakaris, while always maintaining a low profile. From the stages with three-string bouzoukis to the great traditional festivals, she shaped a distinct and multifaceted artistic path that reached beyond the borders. We do not know many details about her personal life, either because she was quite introverted herself or because they were not recorded. Her story, however, is inextricably linked with the history of rebetiko music.

The new 15-minute comedy series "Third Floor," written and directed by Vasilis Nemeas, featuring exceptional actors and collaborators, starring a tough, explosive couple, Giannis and Yvonne, is coming to ERT in the new television season and promises to give us moments of emotion and optimism, laughter, and smiles.

A young couple at heart, Antonis Kafetzopoulos (Giannis) and Lydia Fotopoulou (Yvonne) are coming to remind us what love, relationships, and companionship mean at every age and to offer us plenty of moments of laughter and emotion.

The new 15-minute series, airing daily on ERT, follows the daily life of a retired couple.

On the third floor of an apartment building, through the hilarious conversations they have at home, 70-year-old Giannis, the building's manager, and 67-year-old Yvonne show us how their daily life unfolds, including moments of laughter, as well as epic arguments, scenes of jealousy with stubbornness and separations, as if they were teenagers.

They have two children, Andreas (Haris Hiotis) and Maria (Eirini Angelopoulou), each of whom has taken their own path, and they are always there to support them, just as they support each other, despite the typical complaints of all couples.

As we follow their lives, we will be moved by the abandonment, loneliness, and isolation of the elderly - even from their own children, who rarely visit them and mostly communicate with them through laptops or phones - and at the same time, we will cry and laugh at the small and big events that happen to them...

Giannis is more explosive and superficial. Yvonne is more restrained and mature. However, these roles often switch depending on the story and each one's mood.

He was a manager at a shoe factory, from where he retired after 35 years and an additional 2, as he didn't want to be at home.

She, on the other hand, was an elementary school teacher and had no problem retiring and waking up late, away from the voices of the little ones and the school bells. She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!

Antonia brings Thanasis over to her grandparents so that she can go to the dentist. She is very strict with her son as she doesn't want him to watch TV and eat sweets. Giannis, however, thinks otherwise and takes care to initiate his grandson in the proper way to behave. 

Burglars break into the house of Giannis and Yvonne. They steal their TV. The couple doesn’t notice them, although they are in the house. However, Giorgos, their neighbor, intervenes to save them, averting the danger.

At the same time, a new wave of performers emerged, bringing fresh folk sounds, while satirical songs and Greek-language rock gave voice to evolving social and political sentiments.

The people found their voice again through political songs, with record presses releasing works by Mikis Theodorakis and other influential composers. Rebetiko and Smyrneiko (folk music from Smyrna) were revived through reissues and fresh interpretations by artists like George Dalaras and Haris Alexiou. At the same time, a new wave of performers emerged, bringing fresh folk sounds, while satirical songs and Greek-language rock gave voice to evolving social and political sentiments.

The new 15-minute series, airing daily on ERT, follows the daily life of a retired couple.

On the third floor of an apartment building, through the hilarious conversations they have at home, 70-year-old Giannis, the building's manager, and 67-year-old Yvonne show us how their daily life unfolds, including moments of laughter, as well as epic arguments, scenes of jealousy with stubbornness and separations, as if they were teenagers.

They have two children, Andreas (Haris Hiotis) and Maria (Eirini Angelopoulou), each of whom has taken their own path, and they are always there to support them, just as they support each other, despite the typical complaints of all couples.

As we follow their lives, we will be moved by the abandonment, loneliness, and isolation of the elderly - even from their own children, who rarely visit them and mostly communicate with them through laptops or phones - and at the same time, we will cry and laugh at the small and big events that happen to them...

Giannis is more explosive and superficial. Yvonne is more restrained and mature. However, these roles often switch depending on the story and each one's mood.

He was a manager at a shoe factory, from where he retired after 35 years and an additional 2, as he didn't want to be at home.

She, on the other hand, was an elementary school teacher and had no problem retiring and waking up late, away from the voices of the little ones and the school bells. She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!

Giannis and Yvonne call Giorgos and Niki to thank them for helping them with the burglars. Giannis doesn't seem to want them to stay for long, while Giorgos makes jokes and is not acting his age.

Giannis leaves to go to the pharmacy; Giorgos sees this as an opportunity to visit Yvonne. He confesses he is attracted to her, while she politely tries to discourage him. Giannis comes back to offer the final solution.

Ierapetra 
The southernmost and sunniest city in Greece, Ierapetra stretches between the sea and the mountains, in a place where light seems to dictate the rhythm of life. With its picturesque villages, gorges, and crystal-clear waters, the city maintains an authentic character where daily life is deeply connected to tradition.
The show's camera guides us through a land where music and the spoken word become a way of life. In traditional cafés, homes, and festivals, the kontylies and mantinades continue to tell stories, express emotions, and unite people. The sounds of the violin, mandolin, and daouli blend with voices in a living tradition passed from generation to generation. It is no coincidence that the great Giannis Markopoulos took his first musical steps in this very place.
Beneath the modern city, we discover the path of ancient Hierapytna, an important hub that connected the East with the West. A port of intense commercial activity, it was a place that welcomed cargo, cultures, and travelers—including, according to legend, even Napoleon.

In its center and neighborhoods live and move nearly 4,000,000 inhabitants.

A constantly moving multitude that, from afar, appears impersonal and uniform, yet as the camera draws closer, individuals, groups, and communities become clearer—each writing their own chapters in the history of the “glorious city.”

This is precisely the zoom that the documentary camera of *“Splendid City - Athens Urban Stories”* performs, highlighting the unwritten story of the capital and shedding light on lesser-known aspects of what is already familiar.

Men and women, everyday people and emblematic figures, restless artists and hard workers, young and older, “native” citizens and internal migrants, locals and refugees—all share their stories, perspectives, achievements, and unique ways of communicating within the shared urban space.

It is a television journey through currents, trends, movements, and ideas in the fields of music, theater, cinema, press, design, architecture, and gastronomy that have been born and continue to emerge within the Athenian landscape. These are “fruits” of historical events, technological developments, and social processes, as well as unique “urban products” created by the coming together of many people—some leaving an indelible mark on the city’s scene, others shaping the present and future not only of Athens but of the entire country.

Through its wanderings along wide avenues and side streets, in landmark buildings and hidden corners, in iconic hangouts and obscure spots, and above all through the narratives of the people themselves, *“Splendid City - Athens Urban Stories* collects faces, images, voices, sounds, colors, flavors, and melodies—reconstructing parts of the grand picture of this remarkable old-and-modern Athenian mosaic that might otherwise be overlooked.

Joined by historians, critics, sociologists, architects, journalists, and analysts, and enriched with valuable archival material, “SPLENDID CITY” reveals dimensions of the metropolis that surrounds us yet often go unnoticed, contributing to a re-interpretation of the urban landscape as both a place of memory and a living reality.

Folk events across the Balkans are full of movement, colour, mystery and strong emotions, rich in flavours and aromas, theatricality, scenery, sound and vivid imagery.
The camera moves straight into the heart of each event, capturing every aspect, from preparation to climax. Through this process, the series seeks out the protagonists, the parallel stories, the symbolism, the unseen sides and the narratives that reveal real life, as well as the culture and history of each place.
Throughout this journey, space is given to the new generation. We see its contribution to the continuation of this heritage, enriched with contemporary elements. This is a series of experiential tradition, with parallel narratives and a fresh perspective and aesthetic.
At times festive, at times witty, and at times deeply human, the series draws us into the world of the Balkans. Α world with deep roots, a plurality of elements, humour, surrealism and parody: a thematic landscape of popular culture.


Halloween in Transylvania 
Episode: 6 
We are traveling to autumnal Romania. From Bucharest, the country's capital, we embark on a journey where anthropology meets imagination and history is disguised as myth. With university guides, authors, and city narrators, we seek Vlad Tepes, the historical figure behind Dracula, and observe how a bloodthirsty Balkan ruler was transformed into a legend and the literary "Count Dracula", the global symbol of vampires. We leave the urban landscape and travel to the "land beyond the forest", Transylvania. In Sighișoara, one of Europe's best-preserved medieval castle towns, time flows differently. Guild towers, cobblestone alleys, Saxon memories, and Romanian pride coexist. Vlad the Impaler was born here in 1431, and here the legend found its homeland. As Halloween approaches, the city is creatively disrupted. Volunteers, artists, chefs, and organizers are setting up a festival with pagan roots and a contemporary, commercial, and playful mood. Masks, fires, gothic aesthetics, events and dances turn the night into a collective dream. We watch the grand "Dracula's Dance," which serves as both a festive celebration and a profound ritual—akin to a traditional Balkan rite of exorcism intended to cast out evil. The following day in Sighișoara, the ghosts retreat, children’s laughter returns, and the pulse of folk dances restores life to normal. Or are they just changing masks? Because in magical Transylvania, the legend never ends...

The show's camera guides us through a land where music and the spoken word become a way of life. In traditional cafés, homes, and festivals, the kontylies and mantinades continue to tell stories, express emotions, and unite people. The sounds of the violin, mandolin, and daouli blend with voices in a living tradition passed from generation to generation. It is no coincidence that the great Giannis Markopoulos took his first musical steps in this very place.
Beneath the modern city, we discover the path of ancient Hierapytna, an important hub that connected the East with the West. A port of intense commercial activity, it was a place that welcomed cargo, cultures, and travelers—including, according to legend, even Napoleon.

A young couple at heart, Antonis Kafetzopoulos (Giannis) and Lydia Fotopoulou (Yvonne) are coming to remind us what love, relationships, and companionship mean at every age and to offer us plenty of moments of laughter and emotion.

The new 15-minute series, airing daily on ERT, follows the daily life of a retired couple.

On the third floor of an apartment building, through the hilarious conversations they have at home, 70-year-old Giannis, the building's manager, and 67-year-old Yvonne show us how their daily life unfolds, including moments of laughter, as well as epic arguments, scenes of jealousy with stubbornness and separations, as if they were teenagers.

They have two children, Andreas (Haris Hiotis) and Maria (Eirini Angelopoulou), each of whom has taken their own path, and they are always there to support them, just as they support each other, despite the typical complaints of all couples.

As we follow their lives, we will be moved by the abandonment, loneliness, and isolation of the elderly - even from their own children, who rarely visit them and mostly communicate with them through laptops or phones - and at the same time, we will cry and laugh at the small and big events that happen to them...

Giannis is more explosive and superficial. Yvonne is more restrained and mature. However, these roles often switch depending on the story and each one's mood.

He was a manager at a shoe factory, from where he retired after 35 years and an additional 2, as he didn't want to be at home.

She, on the other hand, was an elementary school teacher and had no problem retiring and waking up late, away from the voices of the little ones and the school bells. She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!


Episodes 25 & 26 
Maria, the daughter of Giannis and Yvonne, comes to visit with her boyfriend Alexandros, in order to announce her career plans to her parents. They are called upon to decide whether to contribute financially or not.

Giannis says "no" to anything Yvonne tells him. Whatever she suggests they eat, whatever she suggests they do - he just says no. But will he tell her what he is aiming for by telling her no all the time?

In its center and neighborhoods live and move nearly 4,000,000 inhabitants.

A constantly moving multitude that, from afar, appears impersonal and uniform, yet as the camera draws closer, individuals, groups, and communities become clearer—each writing their own chapters in the history of the “glorious city.”

This is precisely the zoom that the documentary camera of *“Splendid City - Athens Urban Stories”* performs, highlighting the unwritten story of the capital and shedding light on lesser-known aspects of what is already familiar.

Men and women, everyday people and emblematic figures, restless artists and hard workers, young and older, “native” citizens and internal migrants, locals and refugees—all share their stories, perspectives, achievements, and unique ways of communicating within the shared urban space.

It is a television journey through currents, trends, movements, and ideas in the fields of music, theater, cinema, press, design, architecture, and gastronomy that have been born and continue to emerge within the Athenian landscape. These are “fruits” of historical events, technological developments, and social processes, as well as unique “urban products” created by the coming together of many people—some leaving an indelible mark on the city’s scene, others shaping the present and future not only of Athens but of the entire country.

Through its wanderings along wide avenues and side streets, in landmark buildings and hidden corners, in iconic hangouts and obscure spots, and above all through the narratives of the people themselves, *“Splendid City - Athens Urban Stories* collects faces, images, voices, sounds, colors, flavors, and melodies—reconstructing parts of the grand picture of this remarkable old-and-modern Athenian mosaic that might otherwise be overlooked.

Joined by historians, critics, sociologists, architects, journalists, and analysts, and enriched with valuable archival material, “SPLENDID CITY” reveals dimensions of the metropolis that surrounds us yet often go unnoticed, contributing to a re-interpretation of the urban landscape as both a place of memory and a living reality.

Halloween in Transylvania 
Episode: 6 
We are traveling to autumnal Romania. From Bucharest, the country's capital, we embark on a journey where anthropology meets imagination and history is disguised as myth. With university guides, authors, and city narrators, we seek Vlad Tepes, the historical figure behind Dracula, and observe how a bloodthirsty Balkan ruler was transformed into a legend and the literary "Count Dracula", the global symbol of vampires. We leave the urban landscape and travel to the "land beyond the forest", Transylvania. In Sighișoara, one of Europe's best-preserved medieval castle towns, time flows differently. Guild towers, cobblestone alleys, Saxon memories, and Romanian pride coexist. Vlad the Impaler was born here in 1431, and here the legend found its homeland. As Halloween approaches, the city is creatively disrupted. Volunteers, artists, chefs, and organizers are setting up a festival with pagan roots and a contemporary, commercial, and playful mood. Masks, fires, gothic aesthetics, events and dances turn the night into a collective dream. We watch the grand "Dracula's Dance," which serves as both a festive celebration and a profound ritual—akin to a traditional Balkan rite of exorcism intended to cast out evil. The following day in Sighișoara, the ghosts retreat, children’s laughter returns, and the pulse of folk dances restores life to normal. Or are they just changing masks? Because in magical Transylvania, the legend never ends...

Set against the ever-changing landscape of Halkidiki, from the wild coastal rocks to the calm waters of the Aegean, the episode captures the coexistence of human history and natural heritage, leaving us with the sense that the Aegean seabed always hides new secrets for those who dare to explore it.

The new 15-minute comedy series "Third Floor," written and directed by Vasilis Nemeas, featuring exceptional actors and collaborators, starring a tough, explosive couple, Giannis and Yvonne, is coming to ERT in the new television season and promises to give us moments of emotion and optimism, laughter, and smiles.

A young couple at heart, Antonis Kafetzopoulos (Giannis) and Lydia Fotopoulou (Yvonne) are coming to remind us what love, relationships, and companionship mean at every age and to offer us plenty of moments of laughter and emotion.

The new 15-minute series, airing daily on ERT, follows the daily life of a retired couple.

On the third floor of an apartment building, through the hilarious conversations they have at home, 70-year-old Giannis, the building's manager, and 67-year-old Yvonne show us how their daily life unfolds, including moments of laughter, as well as epic arguments, scenes of jealousy with stubbornness and separations, as if they were teenagers.

She, on the other hand, was an elementary school teacher and had no problem retiring and waking up late, away from the voices of the little ones and the school bells. She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!

A series of 12 original half-hour documentaries, presenting traditional arts and techniques in the 21st century, filmed in various parts of Greece. The young protagonist Christos Zacharof travels from Corfu and Paramythia to Lesvos and Patmos, Geraki, Laconia and Lagkadia, Arcadia, to Alexandroupoli and the villages in the Rhodope mountains, places where economically viable traditional professions are still practiced, most of which are included in the UNESCO list of intangible cultural heritage.
Christos attempts to learn the secrets of marble craftsmanship, wooden shipbuilding, silversmithing, or knitting in the places where they are practiced, working alongside the craftsmen. Along with Christos, the viewer of the documentary also experiences the struggle, difficulties, and peculiarities of each art!


«Kourtzis pottery in Lesvos» 
Episode: 8 
Kourtzis Pottery, whose works can be found everywhere in our country and all around the world, started from Agiasos of Lesvos and already counts six generations of ceramicists who know how to adapt their production activity to contemporary economic and artistic demand and open new paths in ceramic art.
On this new episode of "Meet the Craftsmen", Christos learns to discern the famous "black" Kourtzidika vases found in the living rooms of Athens' city apartments in the 1960s, as well as the characteristic motifs from Agiasos adorning Kourtzis' ceramic objects from the late 19th century. This episode also follows Elpida Kourtzi, the sixth generation in her family's long line of ceramicists, featuring her contemporary, minimalist creations.
Christos offers viewers the insight to discern the perseverance, the commercial acumen, and the artistic need for the originality of the older generations of Kourtzis Ceramics, but also the creative drive of their younger members, who are constantly exploring the limits of their art. These elements have led Kourtzis Pottery to be registered in the National Inventory of Intangible Cultural Heritage of Greece.

The show "Ladies of Rebetiko," narrated and presented by Iro Saia, is a television journey that highlights the lives and the profound work of eight iconic Greek female singers: Roza Eskenazi, Angela Papazoglou, Marika Ninou, Rita Abatzi, Sotiria Bellou, Sevas Hanoum, Stella Haskil, and Ioanna Georgakopoulou. Through their artistic paths and personal stances, these women left an indelible mark on the history of Rebetiko song.
Through research, narration, archival material, and interviews, the show brings to life the era from the flourishing of Rebetiko after 1922 through the subsequent decades. It illuminates the social and political conditions that shaped the world of these charismatic creators.
In each episode, alongside the tribute to each singer’s journey, a selection of her signature songs is performed with sensitivity and modern arrangements by Iro Saia, offering the audience a vivid listening experience. It serves as a tribute to women who, despite the odds, claimed their place in a male-dominated and demanding environment, shattering stereotypes and paving the way for future generations.
Under the directorial vision of Leonidas Panonidis, with a screenplay by Maria Louka, cinematography by Efthymis Theodosis, editing by Stella Filippopoulou, and executive production by FILMIKI PRODUCTIONS, the series transforms each episode into a cinematic "mosaic" that combines artistic sensitivity with historical research.


Ioanna Georgakopoulou 
Episode: 8 
Ioanna Georgakopoulou was born in Pyrgos, but from a young age she moved with her mother to Athens, where she quickly showed her love and talent for singing. From early on, she fought for her independence. She is considered the first woman to dominate the genre's discography with a distinct repertoire and collaborations with the greatest composers of the time, recording over 230 songs, all on 78 rpm records. However, her contribution was not limited only to performance. She was among the first women to claim their intellectual property rights and demand to be credited as creators, contrary to the norms of the era. Until the final years of her life, she continued to maintain her active social roles and assert the legacy of her name and career until the end. The loss of her daughter to cancer was the defining event that affected her health and psychology. Shortly after, she also passed away, with a sense of fulfillment and the awareness that she left her mark on the history of Rebetiko music.
