The series documents in a moving way the difficulties faced by thousands of refugees from the moment they settled in their new homeland. It presents the conditions of life in their new homeland, the difficult living conditions, their integration into local communities, how their lives changed, and how they went from being pointed at with disdain, to becoming prominent members of the societies where they began to create their new lives. The series presents a travelogue to the geographical areas of northern Greece where most of the refugee populations settled: Orestiada, Alexandroupoli, Komotini, Xanthi, Kavala, Drama, Serres, Kilkis, Thessaloniki, Giannitsa, Florina, Ptolemaida, Katerini, Kastoria, Kozani, and Volos. In all these areas, history is recorded through testimonies, unpublished photographs, and evidence.

«The Asia Minor refugees in Greece before and after 1922» 
Marilena Katsimi, along with historian Nikos Andriotis, will walk through refugee neighborhoods of the Interwar period, and with the help of valuable archival material, they will attempt to understand the profound impact that the arrival of the Asia Minor refugees had on Greece.

The refugees made up 1/5 of Greece's population, and their resettlement was an unparalleled achievement. The destruction of Smyrna in 1922 was a national tragedy, but it "enriched" Greece on many levels. Today, the term "refugee" from Asia Minor holds a particularly positive connotation in Greek society, but it wasn’t always this way. On this walk, we will discuss the reception and coexistence of the native population and refugees, as well as the relationships between them.
Although the Asia Minor refugees were Greeks, the term "refugee" had a negative connotation throughout the Interwar period until the 1950s, when this gradually began to change. The merging of the two groups was delayed but ultimately led to a new social and cultural reality, shaping modern Greek identity.

Nikos Andriotis is a historian who has been studying the refugee issue for nearly 25 years. He has written the chapter on the refugee issue in the high school history curriculum for final-year students pursuing the humanities track for the past 20 years.

The Longest-Running Cultural Television Show

"Monogramma" on public television has uniquely documented individuals whose presence and work have shaped the intellectual, cultural, and artistic course of our nation.

Described as a "national archive" by the media, it became the first audiovisual work to be recognized and awarded by the Academy of Athens in 2012. The Academy presented producers-directors Giorgos and Iro Sgourakis with an award for their body of work, particularly for Monogram, noting that:
“...their biographical programs constitute a valuable portrait of Greeks who made significant contributions in the past and present, creating work deemed to be ‘for future generations.’”

A nation without historical memory and cultural continuity is doomed. It is our generation’s duty to preserve a firm foundation upon which future generations can build. How? By following the cultural paths paved by the great figures of our time. At the crossroads of two centuries, we take pride in having lived during the same era as these individuals and in experiencing their art. It is our responsibility to safeguard and preserve these contributions.

The concept for the series originated with producer-director Giorgos Sgourakis, who envisioned presenting the lives, works, and life philosophies of influential figures in intellectual, cultural, artistic, social, and public life through an autobiographical lens. This approach ensures the integrity of the cinematic documentation, free from external intervention.

Each episode is designed to offer an autobiographical presentation (captured in image and sound) of a figure active in the intellectual, artistic, cultural, political, or social realms, aiming to engage the interest of contemporary audiences.

The series’ title is inspired by the eponymous poem by Odysseas Elytis (used with his approval), reflecting its focus: Monogram = Autobiography.

The series’ emblem replicates a rare seal stone housed in the British Museum, dating back to the 4th–3rd century BCE. Made of brown agate, it features a combination of four letters—Υ, Β, Ω, and Ε—crafted into a monogram. Seal stones with letter combinations like this are exceedingly rare.

The series’ iconic musical theme, accompanying the emblem’s linear animation, was composed by Vassilis Dimitriou.

In each episode, the autobiographical subject sets the framework for the film, which is then structured and shaped collaboratively. Extensive preparation follows, including studying all available biographical data, researching the individual’s work, reviewing publications and interviews, and, often, months of groundwork before the filming process is complete.

To date, Monogram has documented 340 individuals. A hallmark of the series is the wide range of specialties of those profiled, spanning virtually every scientific, artistic, and social field, including archaeologists, architects, astrophysicists, baritones, violinists, Byzantinists, cartoonists, geologists, linguists, sculptors, journalists, aerospace scientists, orchestra conductors, judges, criminologists, ethnomusicologists, publishers, radio announcers, Hellenists, costume designers, researchers, painters, actors, theater scholars, shadow theater artists, doctors, clergymen, impresarios, historians, university professors, ceramists, guitarists, filmmakers, sociologists, literary critics, art critics, folk musicians, folklorists, writers, mathematicians, translators, musicologists, economists, educators, pianists, poets, urban planners, politicians, seismologists, screenwriters, directors, set designers, sketch artists, speleologists, lyricists, generals, authors, collectors, composers, constitutional law scholars, conservators of antiquities and icons, singers, engravers, philhellenes, philologists, philosophers, physicists, photographers, choreographers, columnists, and psychiatrists.

The show "Ladies of Rebetiko," narrated and presented by Iro Saia, is a television journey that highlights the lives and the profound work of eight iconic Greek female singers: Roza Eskenazi, Angela Papazoglou, Marika Ninou, Rita Abatzi, Sotiria Bellou, Sevas Hanoum, Stella Haskil, and Ioanna Georgakopoulou. Through their artistic paths and personal stances, these women left an indelible mark on the history of Rebetiko song.
Through research, narration, archival material, and interviews, the show brings to life the era from the flourishing of Rebetiko after 1922 through the subsequent decades. It illuminates the social and political conditions that shaped the world of these charismatic creators.
In each episode, alongside the tribute to each singer’s journey, a selection of her signature songs is performed with sensitivity and modern arrangements by Iro Saia, offering the audience a vivid listening experience. It serves as a tribute to women who, despite the odds, claimed their place in a male-dominated and demanding environment, shattering stereotypes and paving the way for future generations.
Under the directorial vision of Leonidas Panonidis, with a screenplay by Maria Louka, cinematography by Efthymis Theodosis, editing by Stella Filippopoulou, and executive production by FILMIKI PRODUCTIONS, the series transforms each episode into a cinematic "mosaic" that combines artistic sensitivity with historical research.


Aggela Papazoglou 
Episode: 6 
Aggela Papazoglou was one of the most characteristic voices of the cultural and emotional universe that the Asia Minor refugees brought with them. She was born in Smyrna in 1899 and, as the daughter of the great violinist Dimitris Maronitis, she took to the stage at the age of 11. After the Catastrophe, during which her father died, she came to Greece with her mother and settled in Kokkinia. She married the rebetis Vangelis Papazoglou and recorded four albums of his songs and amanedes. In 1929, Angela completely lost her sight and gradually retired from singing. Then came the war, the Occupation, the famine, and the misery. Aggela’s life, tightly bound to the history of the ordinary people of her time, was marked by pain and deprivation. She made an invaluable sociological contribution with the book "Ta chairia mas edo", which constitutes her own oral testimony to her son.

She, on the other hand, was an elementary school teacher and had no problem retiring and waking up late, away from the voices of the little ones and the school bells. She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!

Giannis likes to think that he is ten years younger and can take on a much younger man. Yvonne tries to show him that this is not the case, but he remains unconvinced.

Yvonne brings home some pills that Niki gave her in the elevator. She says they are good and claims that Niki and Giorgos had a great time after taking them. Giannis is apprehensive and in no way wants to take them, as he can hear Giorgos and Niki singing all day.

At the same time, tourist-friendly records featuring hits like "The Children of Piraeus" (Ta paidia tou Peiraia) and "Zorba" helped Greek music captivate international audiences. On the popular music scene, Stratos Dionysiou and Vicky Mosholiou reigned supreme, while pop and rock began to gain traction with bands such as the Olympians, Poll, and Socrates.

Meanwhile, the Gendarmerie sergeant is secretly tailing Georg in Piraeus and discovers something very interesting. Perseus is struggling as he remains unemployed and arranges to meet Andromeda in secret, at the same time that Drakoulis announces a decision to Taxiarchoula that shocks her and will dramatically change everyone's lives.

Though successful and promising in the field of advertising, he eventually abandoned it because his true path lay in the mountains and hiking. He wrote the first travel guides for Greece based on experiential discovery rather than commercial listings, born from endless trips across the country, always with his motorcycle, his tent, and his equipment. He is the man to whom we owe the modern maps of Greece, as well as the alignment and mapping of forest paths throughout the country. He teaches us how to recognize and decode trail markings and explains how the proper alignment of paths contributes to the protection of a landscape's geographical terrain and its preservation for the future.

At the same time, tourist-friendly records featuring hits like "The Children of Piraeus" (Ta paidia tou Peiraia) and "Zorba" helped Greek music captivate international audiences. On the popular music scene, Stratos Dionysiou and Vicky Mosholiou reigned supreme, while pop and rock began to gain traction with bands such as the Olympians, Poll, and Socrates.

She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!

The pills have affected Yvonne and Giannis who want to contact their children to tell them what they want to do with their houses. Maria stops by to tell them about Alexandros with whom she has broken up and wonders what is going on with her parents. Inadvertently, she also takes several pills, mistaking them for candy.

The pills’ influence begins to fade, and Giannis and Yvonne realize they are lucky not to have sold their houses. The new 15-minute series, airing daily on ERT, follows the daily life of a retired couple.

On the third floor of an apartment building, through the hilarious conversations they have at home, 70-year-old Giannis, the building's manager, and 67-year-old Yvonne show us how their daily life unfolds, including moments of laughter, as well as epic arguments, scenes of jealousy with stubbornness and separations, as if they were teenagers.

They have two children, Andreas (Haris Hiotis) and Maria (Eirini Angelopoulou), each of whom has taken their own path, and they are always there to support them, just as they support each other, despite the typical complaints of all couples.

As we follow their lives, we will be moved by the abandonment, loneliness, and isolation of the elderly - even from their own children, who rarely visit them and mostly communicate with them through laptops or phones - and at the same time, we will cry and laugh at the small and big events that happen to them...

Giannis is more explosive and superficial. Yvonne is more restrained and mature. However, these roles often switch depending on the story and each one's mood.

He was a manager at a shoe factory, from where he retired after 35 years and an additional 2, as he didn't want to be at home.

She, on the other hand, was an elementary school teacher and had no problem retiring and waking up late, away from the voices of the little ones and the school bells. She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!


Episodes 19 & 20 
Giannis is going through an age crisis in the middle of the night because he has medical tests the following day. Yvonne tries to calm him down, but he jumps from one problem to the next and wants someone to take his pressure. She tries to calm his fears.

Giannis loves souvlaki and we see him eating one after the other while his son Andreas tries to convince him that Yvonne takes care of herself and will find someone else if he doesn't take care of his appearance. But are things really like that?

Patounis Corfu soap factory

The Patounis soap factory is located in the heart of the commercial center of the old town of Corfu and keeps unchanged the secret to making authentic soap, from generation to generation. A traditional soap factory registered in the National Register of Intangible Cultural Heritage. In the new episode of "Meet the Craftsmen" Christos participates in the process of emptying the tank that contains the soap as well as spreading and layering the soap on the crates. He learns what soap washing and scrubbing is and also the different types that are produced. When the soap is ready to be cut, he will help mark and cut it, and then dry it in the indoor driers. With him, the viewers will immerse themselves in the magic of colors, aromas and textures in the traditional soap factory that has been declared a protected industrial heritage monument by the Greek Ministry of Culture in 2008.

The show "Ladies of Rebetiko," narrated and presented by Iro Saia, is a television journey that highlights the lives and the profound work of eight iconic Greek female singers: Roza Eskenazi, Angela Papazoglou, Marika Ninou, Rita Abatzi, Sotiria Bellou, Sevas Hanoum, Stella Haskil, and Ioanna Georgakopoulou. Through their artistic paths and personal stances, these women left an indelible mark on the history of Rebetiko song.
Through research, narration, archival material, and interviews, the show brings to life the era from the flourishing of Rebetiko after 1922 through the subsequent decades. It illuminates the social and political conditions that shaped the world of these charismatic creators.
In each episode, alongside the tribute to each singer’s journey, a selection of her signature songs is performed with sensitivity and modern arrangements by Iro Saia, offering the audience a vivid listening experience. It serves as a tribute to women who, despite the odds, claimed their place in a male-dominated and demanding environment, shattering stereotypes and paving the way for future generations.
Under the directorial vision of Leonidas Panonidis, with a screenplay by Maria Louka, cinematography by Efthymis Theodosis, editing by Stella Filippopoulou, and executive production by FILMIKI PRODUCTIONS, the series transforms each episode into a cinematic "mosaic" that combines artistic sensitivity with historical research.


Rita Abatzi 
Episode: 7 
Her voice carried the pulse of Smyrna and the pain of displacement, as well as the precision of the Asia Minor technique. She was one of the first women to sing alongside men, at a time when this was not easily accepted. Rita Abatzi had a remarkable career, collaborating with leading composers such as Tountas, Skarvelis, and Vamvakaris, while always maintaining a low profile. From the stages with three-string bouzoukis to the great traditional festivals, she shaped a distinct and multifaceted artistic path that reached beyond the borders. We do not know many details about her personal life, either because she was quite introverted herself or because they were not recorded. Her story, however, is inextricably linked with the history of rebetiko music.
