Ina Tarantou travels and gets a view of the "Alterlife". The exact location is not important. The journey becomes the destination and life is experienced through the eyes of the persons she meets. Stories of people whose actions manifest optimism, strength and hope. Through their "eyes" we see life, history and the beauties of our country. People who, despite the adversities, never gave up, took risks and developed new businesses, brought to light unexploited parts of the Greek landscape, and revived local products. 

Further or closer to the urban centres, each story lets us in with its own beauty to another side of the Greek landscape, Greek society and Greek reality. Sometimes looking to the future, other times tracing back the deep roots of the past. It is the conveyance of the feeling of...breathlessness. Up on the castle of Skyros, on the top of Mt. Helmos counting the stars, to the playing of the philharmonic orchestras in the alleyways of Corfu at Easter, reaching down to the Cavo D'oro, walking on a tightrope over the gorge of the Aoos river in Konitsa. 

Because life is even more beautiful, when you see the Alterlife!


“Santorini… From Ashes to Light” 
With words that seem to convert the infinite, Odysseas Elytis praised the island of Santorini: “Shivering within the repentant clouds, a bitter stone, tested, unyielding. So that pain may be etched into its core, so that hope may be etched as well — with fire, with lava, with smoke.”

The truth is that the island’s story is one of the most beautiful tales of the eternal struggle between humankind and nature. Life, eruptions, dust, darkness — and then life again. And always, from the beginning.

We were first welcomed by the eminent archaeologist Professor Christos Doumas, director of the Akrotiri excavations since 1975, who spoke to us about the discoveries that reveal the culture and environment of Santorini’s ancient people. From there, we stepped into another kind of “cave” — the traditional taverna of Minas, open since 1967 near the archaeological site, where we cooked with Mrs. Margarita.

Together with Thomas, an architect, we wandered through Finikia, admiring and discussing Santorini’s hidden corners. Later, we met Dimitris and Alithini, two painters who live with their caravan by the sea. Finally, we encountered Andreas, a master ceramicist who has been shaping art from earth and water for five generations, with countless awards to his name.

In this way, we completed the first tribute of “A Different Life” to Santorini, focusing on the art of survival — the people who, despite adversities and challenges, built culture out of ashes. In this place where nature once raged and the land was buried in darkness, natural disasters cannot end civilizations, as long as the people who create them endure.

The question remains: what kind of culture do we create today? Does it hold space for the essential human values — respect, love, honesty, justice? Woe to us if we believed otherwise. Around us shine bright examples, and it is on these we must focus, to live with hope… to live an Alterlife.

She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!

The show takes us to a town built amphitheatrically facing the sea, where people learned to sing the "Erotokritos" while harvesting their olives, keeping alive a relationship with history, tradition and culture that is passed from generation to generation.
We follow the journey of a region that flourished during the Minoan era and still preserves the traces of its fortifications today, with the Kazarma fortress standing at its heart. Successive historical phases have left their mark, and remnants of Venetian and Ottoman times coexist throughout the city. A city that, after periods of destruction and abandonment, was reborn upon centuries-old ruins to find its pulse once again.
The lens of our show guides us not only through history but into the soul of the land. In the Sitia of Vitsentzos Kornaros, where "Erotokritos" is not merely a literary work, but a living tradition, verses that have long accompanied the locals, resonating in their everyday lives, their work, and their festivities.

It is a television journey through currents, trends, movements, and ideas in the fields of music, theater, cinema, press, design, architecture, and gastronomy that have been born and continue to emerge within the Athenian landscape. These are “fruits” of historical events, technological developments, and social processes, as well as unique “urban products” created by the coming together of many people—some leaving an indelible mark on the city’s scene, others shaping the present and future not only of Athens but of the entire country.

Through its wanderings along wide avenues and side streets, in landmark buildings and hidden corners, in iconic hangouts and obscure spots, and above all through the narratives of the people themselves, *“Splendid City - Athens Urban Stories* collects faces, images, voices, sounds, colors, flavors, and melodies—reconstructing parts of the grand picture of this remarkable old-and-modern Athenian mosaic that might otherwise be overlooked.

Joined by historians, critics, sociologists, architects, journalists, and analysts, and enriched with valuable archival material, “SPLENDID CITY” reveals dimensions of the metropolis that surrounds us yet often go unnoticed, contributing to a re-interpretation of the urban landscape as both a place of memory and a living reality.

The Traditional Wedding in Ribnovo 
Episode: 8 
Ribnovo is nestled at the western foot of the Rhodope Mountains, a Pomak village in southwestern Bulgaria that steadfastly preserves its traditions and history. The Pomaks of the region are renowned for their hospitality and hard work; we delve into their long history, including the hardships endured under the communist regime. In Ribnovo, marriage is not merely a social contract but a multi-day ritual that mobilizes the entire community. We witness the preparation and climax of a traditional Pomak wedding in the heart of winter, highlighting its deep symbolic significance. For local women, traditional dress is their identity; they faithfully uphold their customs and ensure their households remain self-sufficient, playing a dynamic role in keeping the community's roots alive. The wedding festivities last two days, echoing with the sounds of tapan (drums) and zournades. Relatives and friends join in the preparations, including the public display of the bride's dowry, a gesture of honor and social recognition. At the heart of the ritual is the "gelina", the ceremonial painting of the bride's face. The bride allows us to witness her transformation from daughter to wife, before the entire community accompanies her to the groom's house and the threshold of her new life.

Successive historical phases have left their mark, and remnants of Venetian and Ottoman times coexist throughout the city. A city that, after periods of destruction and abandonment, was reborn upon centuries-old ruins to find its pulse once again.
The lens of our show guides us not only through history but into the soul of the land. In the Sitia of Vitsentzos Kornaros, where "Erotokritos" is not merely a literary work, but a living tradition, verses that have long accompanied the locals, resonating in their everyday lives, their work, and their festivities.

She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!

It is a television journey through currents, trends, movements, and ideas in the fields of music, theater, cinema, press, design, architecture, and gastronomy that have been born and continue to emerge within the Athenian landscape. These are “fruits” of historical events, technological developments, and social processes, as well as unique “urban products” created by the coming together of many people—some leaving an indelible mark on the city’s scene, others shaping the present and future not only of Athens but of the entire country.

Through its wanderings along wide avenues and side streets, in landmark buildings and hidden corners, in iconic hangouts and obscure spots, and above all through the narratives of the people themselves, *“Splendid City - Athens Urban Stories* collects faces, images, voices, sounds, colors, flavors, and melodies—reconstructing parts of the grand picture of this remarkable old-and-modern Athenian mosaic that might otherwise be overlooked.

The Traditional Wedding in Ribnovo 
Episode: 8 
Ribnovo is nestled at the western foot of the Rhodope Mountains, a Pomak village in southwestern Bulgaria that steadfastly preserves its traditions and history. The Pomaks of the region are renowned for their hospitality and hard work; we delve into their long history, including the hardships endured under the communist regime. In Ribnovo, marriage is not merely a social contract but a multi-day ritual that mobilizes the entire community. We witness the preparation and climax of a traditional Pomak wedding in the heart of winter, highlighting its deep symbolic significance. For local women, traditional dress is their identity; they faithfully uphold their customs and ensure their households remain self-sufficient, playing a dynamic role in keeping the community's roots alive. The wedding festivities last two days, echoing with the sounds of tapan (drums) and zournades. Relatives and friends join in the preparations, including the public display of the bride's dowry, a gesture of honor and social recognition. At the heart of the ritual is the "gelina", the ceremonial painting of the bride's face. The bride allows us to witness her transformation from daughter to wife, before the entire community accompanies her to the groom's house and the threshold of her new life.

She, on the other hand, was an elementary school teacher and had no problem retiring and waking up late, away from the voices of the little ones and the school bells. She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!

Giannis and Yvonne come back drunk, having had a fight with the doorman of a club, even bringing about the intervention of the police.

Yvonne gets up early to clean. Giannis wakes up abruptly and thinks there is an earthquake due to the noise of the vacuum. He tries to get her to stop and let him go back to sleep. Yvonne, however, insists and even convinces him to help her.

A forest of pines, arbutus, shrubs, and sea cedars covers part of it and for this aesthetic value, it was declared in 1982 a landscape of particular natural beauty and is therefore protected by international legislation. The island is uninhabited. In the northeastern part of the island, there is a perlite mine. In the Southwestern part there is another pumice stone mine. Around 22 workers are employed there. At the current rate of mining, after 60 years, the reserves of pumice stone will have been depleted and with them a large part of the island.

A young couple at heart, Antonis Kafetzopoulos (Giannis) and Lydia Fotopoulou (Yvonne) are coming to remind us what love, relationships, and companionship mean at every age and to offer us plenty of moments of laughter and emotion.

The new 15-minute series, airing daily on ERT, follows the daily life of a retired couple.

On the third floor of an apartment building, through the hilarious conversations they have at home, 70-year-old Giannis, the building's manager, and 67-year-old Yvonne show us how their daily life unfolds, including moments of laughter, as well as epic arguments, scenes of jealousy with stubbornness and separations, as if they were teenagers.

They have two children, Andreas (Haris Hiotis) and Maria (Eirini Angelopoulou), each of whom has taken their own path, and they are always there to support them, just as they support each other, despite the typical complaints of all couples.

As we follow their lives, we will be moved by the abandonment, loneliness, and isolation of the elderly - even from their own children, who rarely visit them and mostly communicate with them through laptops or phones - and at the same time, we will cry and laugh at the small and big events that happen to them...

Giannis is more explosive and superficial. Yvonne is more restrained and mature. However, these roles often switch depending on the story and each one's mood.

He was a manager at a shoe factory, from where he retired after 35 years and an additional 2, as he didn't want to be at home.

She, on the other hand, was an elementary school teacher and had no problem retiring and waking up late, away from the voices of the little ones and the school bells. She enjoys the peaceful life of a retiree, their summer house, but lately, not even that, because their grandchildren have grown up and exhaust her, especially when their children leave them and go away!

Giannis finally wins a significant sum of money betting on football matches. He asks for Yvonne's help on how to use the money. Either give them to the children, or keep them for themselves, or invest them. What will Giannis’ decision be after all?

A series of 12 original half-hour documentaries, presenting traditional arts and techniques in the 21st century, filmed in various parts of Greece. The young protagonist Christos Zacharof travels from Corfu and Paramythia to Lesvos and Patmos, Geraki, Laconia and Lagkadia, Arcadia, to Alexandroupoli and the villages in the Rhodope mountains, places where economically viable traditional professions are still practiced, most of which are included in the UNESCO list of intangible cultural heritage.
Christos attempts to learn the secrets of marble craftsmanship, wooden shipbuilding, silversmithing, or knitting in the places where they are practiced, working alongside the craftsmen. The stone craftsmen of Lagadia are known throughout the Peloponnese, as they have never stopped building or repairing houses, churches and bridges. In the new episode of Meet the Craftsmen, Christos participates in the 4th Workshop of Traditional Art of Stone, organized by the association of friends of traditional architecture "Blossoming Stones" in Lagadia, Arcadia. His purpose is to learn the path of the stone from the quarry where it is mined to the construction site where it is used to build. In between, he will learn from the craftsmen how to cut and process it, so that it arrives almost ready to the construction site, while he will also discover old building techniques that are no longer used. Together with Christos, the viewer will get to know ways of traditional processing of the stone, but also the special relationship of the people of Lagadia with it, which still produces unique works but also highly skilled young craftsmen!

"Islands on the Edge" is a documentary series that portrays the life of a few inhabitants on small outlying islands.

«Giali» 
Episode: 3 
Thousands of years ago, through continuous volcanic eruptions, two hills, with a narrow strip of land joining them, emerged from the depths of the Aegean Sea. Thus, between Kos and Nisyros a small island was born, Giali. A forest of pines, arbutus, shrubs, and sea cedars covers part of it and for this aesthetic value, it was declared in 1982 a landscape of particular natural beauty and is therefore protected by international legislation. The island is uninhabited. In the northeastern part of the island, there is a perlite mine. In the Southwestern part there is another pumice stone mine. Around 22 workers are employed there. At the current rate of mining, after 60 years, the reserves of pumice stone will have been depleted and with them a large part of the island.

The young protagonist Christos Zacharof travels from Corfu and Paramythia to Lesvos and Patmos, Geraki, Laconia and Lagkadia, Arcadia, to Alexandroupoli and the villages in the Rhodope mountains, places where economically viable traditional professions are still practiced, most of which are included in the UNESCO list of intangible cultural heritage.
Christos attempts to learn the secrets of marble craftsmanship, wooden shipbuilding, silversmithing, or knitting in the places where they are practiced, working alongside the craftsmen. The stone craftsmen of Lagadia are known throughout the Peloponnese, as they have never stopped building or repairing houses, churches and bridges. In the new episode of Meet the Craftsmen, Christos participates in the 4th Workshop of Traditional Art of Stone, organized by the association of friends of traditional architecture "Blossoming Stones" in Lagadia, Arcadia. His purpose is to learn the path of the stone from the quarry where it is mined to the construction site where it is used to build. In between, he will learn from the craftsmen how to cut and process it, so that it arrives almost ready to the construction site, while he will also discover old building techniques that are no longer used. Together with Christos, the viewer will get to know ways of traditional processing of the stone, but also the special relationship of the people of Lagadia with it, which still produces unique works but also highly skilled young craftsmen!
